A provisional arrangement of matters for some

time under discussion with the Government of

Manitoba has been entered into, and a measure

confirming the same will be submitted to you so

soon as it has been accepted by the Provincial

Legislature.

I deemed it expedient to issue during the recess

a Commission to consider and report upon the

whole subject of Chinese Immigration, with

reference to its trade relations, as well as to those

social and moral objections which have been taken

to the influx of the Chinese people into Canada.

The Report of the Commissioners is very nearl>

completed, and will be laid before you during th(

present Session.

The necessity of encouraging the speedy con

A report of the progress of the expedition

during the last season will be laid before you.

An International Exhibition will be opened at
Antwerp during the present year, and a Colonial
and Indian Exhibition is to be held in London in
1886. Canada should, I think, be represented in
her various manuFactures and natural productions
on both occasions, and I invoke your consideration
of the best means of aiding in these important
objects.

Several other measures of importance will be
submitted to you ; among them will be Bills to
amend the Insurance Act of 1877, the Civil
Service Act, and the law relating to contagious
diseases among cattle, as well as measures for
taking, at an early period, a census of the popula-
tion of the North-West Territories, and one re-
lating to the North-West Mounted Police.
