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In reply to your letter
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was suggested to me by
of Public Works that as were going
over the reservoir any way, it would
make a very fine site for a Convention Hall, as
the City would not have to purchase any land and
the foundation is already made.

The services of Messrs. Perry
& Luke, architects, were then enlisted to make a
tentative plan for same, and in the event of the
referendum going through, they could be engaged to
perfect the plans as in the case of any similar
work being done in the other wards.
