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ledge, that it ii not the work of a
PalertmJan Jew. Opening with a refer-

ence to the Logos, it strikes the key
of Alexandrian philosophy. It is, in-

deed, rather theological than historical,

•o that it has been not inaptly com-
pated to the Ptatonic, in contrast to
the Xenophontic, account of Socrates.
The theology seems like that of a post-
evangelical era. Martineau's conclu-
sion 18 that "the only Gospel which is

composed and not merely compiled and
edited, and for which, therefore, a sin-

gle writer is responsible, has its birth-
day in the middle of the second century,
and is not the work of a witness at all.
