"The absence of reality Is the con­
demnation of any man's religion; Its 
presence contains the promise of Anal 
perfection. God can do nothing with 

- people whose dealings with Him, 
whether In worship or in any other 
relation, are not in spirit and in truth. 
Deep must call unto deep, spirit to 
spirit, man and his maker dealing 
In reality—that, In Christ's view, is 
religion. Whatever else it may be, 
it la nothing If it Is not real. Religion 
to. be real must be not superficial1, 
but serious, not on the surface but 
In the depths, not in sentiment but In 
souf and spirit. Jesus charged the 
Scribes and Pharisees of His day, 
not so much with what they had done, 
but of what they had left undone. The 
church of God has very little to fear 
from the outsider, from the sceptic 
and the atheist, but Its real enemy Is 
the man of Myoz, who calls himself 
a friend—tne man who talks much but 
performs little—the man wlft pays 
tithes but omits the larger matters 
of the law. If there were fewer imi­
tators of the cowardly men of Meroz 
among Christian people, the national 
life, the home life would be more 
honest and righteous, and the vicious 
practices which disgrace our social and 
industrial life would be swept away.

“Indifference and neglect of duty 
Invariably spell ruin for thd nation as 
wen as for the Individual soul. The 
church In many communities is gasp­
ing for breath—its temples, In many 
Instances, deserted—its ministers ridi­
culed—and all this because the mass-; 
es of the people have failed to sed 
reality In religion and have been scan-; 
daltzed and disappointed by those who 
parade as paragons of religion on 
Sunday and practise unrighteousness 
the other elx daye of the week.

. “If our allegiance to Christ Is true, 
our religion will be not convention 
but conviction, not pretence but con­
version, not appearance but the liv­
ing truth, not mechanical service but 
a heart of love.

"Religion thus practised would work 
out a new reformation, and would 
operate a revolution In the world simi­
lar to that which followed the preach­
