IMMIGHANTS 10 EANMIA

Department Urged to Clrculate
Literature—Opportunities in -
Cmada.

A Welsh immigrant, who has been
settled in Ontario about a year, has
written. to the minister of agriculture
urging that a vigorous effort be made

to divert the-stream of Welsh immi-

gration nmow pouring into the United
States to the Dominion of Canada.

The writer thinks that his country-

of immigration literature - thruout
Wales. This, he suggests, should be
printed in the Wejsh dialect, and, if
the scheme is worked out pmperly, he
is sure that it will result in thousands
of Welsh people, farmers, quarrymen
and miners, ‘'who will bé a .credit to
any country, taking up ‘their home in
Canada. -

ple, he ¢an hardly be expected to reach

{the Celtic portion of the population,

and it 'is not unlikely that besides dis-
tributing a considerable quantity of
Canadian descriptive literature in the
Welsh tongue thruout the pricipality,
the government will send a special
agent over. e 4
