Tel 29SXReport of the Department Comments on 
tlie Over-Clearance of Timber in 

beulhern Ontario.
The annual report of the Clerk of For­

estry for the Province, just out, commends 
the appointment by Order-lu-Cvuncll of Juno 
4 last of a commission composed of E. W. 
llathbun, Deserouto; John Bertram. To­
ronto, and A. Kirkwood of the Lands 
Branch ; Thomas Southwovtli, Clerk of For­
estry, and J. B. McWilliams, Petevboro, 
PruViBc.al Superintendent of Forest Hang­
ers, io investigate and report upon the suo- 
ject of restotiug and preserving the growth 
of white pine and other timber upon lands 
in the province which are not adapted for 
agricultural purposes or for settlement. 

Tlmbrr Resource».
The report states that the total area of 

the Province of Ontario is some 147,000,000 
acres, and only about 23,000,000 of this Is 
sufficiently settled to be under municipal 
government, as stiowu by the assessment 
returns. Of the remaining 124,000,000 of 
acres there is a vast stretch of good agri­
cultural soil north of the height of land 
sloping to Hudson Bay. but there is a 
very large area between the north and south 
agricultural sections that is not generally 
suited for agriculture and will, under prop­
er management, provide a large yearly cut 
of timber for all time.

The boad strip of elevated table land run­
ning across the province, millions of acres. 
In extent, which forms the great natural 
reservoir of our large streams, is not de­
sirable agricultural land, and Is therefore 
nnlikely to pass from the ownership of the 
Crown.

Seeing the desperate net me of the af­
fair, Whithorn returned the shots, but 
missed, mid Officer Abbott, who enuio 
through the door into the guard room at 
the same instant, saw the trouble and 
grappled w.ih Edward Willis.

Bo»h brothers, who had been heating 
Darling, lwgau to pound 
t er Townsenr, from tlie office door then 
fited a she.I. wfiieh p» netrated the ne-ot 
of Willis, rend « S’eneitl later Officer Ben­
jamin. who was on duty In one of the 
wings, fired a shot through the bars, 
wounding Wilks in the head.

Meanwhile Herbert Willis had been 
jumping around in lively fashion, fir­
ing repeated snots, to which tile officials 
responded, using great rare not to hit 
tie' other visitors. A shot from the ,’e- 
lfiver of Officer Whitham took effect 
in the head, while one from Darling's 
found lodtsment in the back of the head.

The murderer was then secured and re­
moved from the scene. Edward Willis 
was also taken away and the officers, 
nearly all of whom bore some marks of 
the affair, were given prompt medical 
attention.

This afternoon it was learned from 
the prison authorities that, the murderer 
was in « precarious condition as a re- 
sulr of his wounds, and tha,t there 
little hope that he could survive. His 
brother, though seriously wounded, it is 
thought has a chance of getting well.
