“The comet’s tail and the earth are
now 20,000,000 miles apart,” says Pro-
fessor Rice. ‘‘Altho they are moving
~head-on’ at a relative speed of forty
miles a second, I am sure they will
‘not touch. No bona fide astronomers
have predicted that they will meet.
In fact, many astronomers believe the
.tall svhich we see is only an optical
‘llusion caused by the, sun’'s reflec-
fion.,”

“The earth on May 18 will be 93,-
000,000 miles from the sun. Tiie comet
will be between the earth and .the
$un—13,000,000 miles from the, earth.”
. Despite Professor Rice’s soothing
statement, astronomers all over the
country are still figuring that the
1ail will sweep over the earth on Wed-
nesday.

We ap-
prehend no danger if th%a.rth does
pass thru the tail. In facf, most sci-
entific men are anxious that that phe-
nomenon should occur. Prof. Humph-
ries of Washington Observatory in 4
recent report says there are many phe-
nomena, which possibly. might appear
while the earth is passing thru the
tail, if fortunately  that should hap-
pen. r

Fears No Harm.

“T don’t consider there is an element
ot danger,” added Mr. Stupart. Eu-
ropean’ astronomers trace the move-
ment of Halley’'s comet back te Il
B.C., and the Chinese have authentic
records of its appearance as far back
as 200 B.C., altho Halley only discov-
ered its return in 1682. It has passed
the earth 48 times in history without
causing any serious disturbamce, and
it is not to be wondered if scientific
men rather hope that' the unusual
phenomena will occur. In that event
there may. be a few glorious sunsets

The Comet’s Tail

Altho a comet’s tail may exceed a
hundred million miles in length, the
amount of matter which it contains is
amazingly small. The actual stuff
composing the tail of Halley's comet
could probably be packed in an
ordinary - room, 80 wonderfully rare is
that ghostly*sheaf. The thinnest haze
on the horizon is a stone wall in com-
parison with the fairy veil of Halley's
comet.

Clearly a comet’'s tail must be some
rare and delicate fabric. By means of
a wonderful instrument called the
spectroscope, an instrument Wwhich
analyzes a distant star as readily as
if {t were a stone picked up in the road,
it has been discovered that a comet's
tail is composed of gases_called hydro-

carbons—combinations of hydrogen and |

carbon—and that it bears a decided
~hemical resemblance to the blue flames
of a kitchen gas stove. Street gas is
poisonous. If a comet's tall were
dense enough it is, therefore, conceiv-
. able that every human being on this

planet might be asphyxiated by breath- !

ing the toxic vapor as the earth plowed
thru it.

There is also the possibility, suggest-
ed by Flammarion, the French astron-
omer, that the gases of a very dense
tail—denser than ever known—might
so combine with the nitrogen, which
