It was of the give-and-take
order, with sharp parliamentary fencing..
The main speeches of the day were made
l[)yv Senator Foraker, Ohio; Cannon,

tah; Lindsay, Kentucky, and Hoar,
Massachusetts. It was the first speech
of any length made by Mr. Foraker
since "he entered the Senate, and, in
addition to this, the Ohio Senator is
one of the Cuban sub-committee of the
Committee on Ioreign Relations, Fe
spoke in favor of a reference of the re-
solution to the committee, but on the
general question declared nis purpose of
supporting the resolution recognizing
Cuban belligerency when it should be
reported by the committee,
fr. Cannon was bitter in his denun-
ciation of Spanish atrocities, character-
izing the Captain-General of Cuba as
“that mad dog Weyler.,”

Mr, Lindsay declared if the informa-
tion furnished by the United States
consuls was so shocking as to subject
the informants to danger of assassina-
tion if" their names were disclosed it
was time to send warships to Cuba and
to terminate all . diplomatic relations
with that country,

It was developed in the course of
a colloquy between Senators  Iforaker,
Morgan and Vest that the State Depart-
ment had withbeld the names of United
States consuls reporting the serious
condition of affairs in Cuba beecause it
might lead to .their massacre,

Mr, Vest declared that this presented
the most serious phase of the subject,
and it was time to protect our officials
with warships if their personal safety
was threatened for making reports to
their Government:

No action on the resolution was taken,
but Mr. Morgan said he hoped to secure
a vote to-morrow on Mr, Hale's motion
to refer. He desired to do this, he said,
in order that the Cuban resolution might
got antagonize the ta<if bhill on Mon-

ay.

After some objections the Senate de-
cided to adjourn from to-morrow until
Monday.

Britatn, the United ftites and Ger-
mauy re Chinese Ratlways.

London, May 10.—A despateh to The
Times from Pekin says that, in deference
to protests of Great Britain, the United
States and Germany, the Tsung Li-Yamen
have repudiated the monopoly scheme en-
tered Into by Sheng Ta Jen, the Chinese
Director-General of Rallways, with a Bel-
glan syndicate, on bebalf of the Chinese
Government, but authorize Sheng Ta Jen
to sign a private contract with" the syndi-
cate for the construction of the proposed
line of rallway from Paoting Fu to Han-
kow. Under this arrangement, the Bel-
glans must provide £4,000,000 as a 4 per
cent, 90-year loan on the Imperial guaran-
tee. The existing rallways are not to be
glven as security. Sheng Ta Jen must
provide from othgr eources the sum of
13,000,000 taels. The Chinese are to retain
the control of censtruction, but the per-
sonnel of the construction staff is to be
Beigian, Half the material is to be sup-
plied by China, and the other half by ten.
