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OPPOSITION SPEAKERS HAD

BEST OF THE BUDGET DEBATE

Government Was Badly Worsted at Every Turn—Over Ex-
'penditure and Broken Plédges Shown in Telling Contrast
of Government Promise and Performance—Closing
Hours of Debate Were Liveliest of the Session.

Fredericton, Apri] 7—(Special)—The
tlosing hours of the debate on the budget
ppeech were the liveliest in the house this
year. Tt was evident for' some days that
the leader of the government was very
desirous to see the end of this debate. 1t
was not pleasant to sit still and take the
pruelling that has been meted out to him

and his government by one member after
another. The provincial secretary had
made such a sorry defence of the policy
of the government in the budget speech,
had left so many matters unexplained,
which are still unexplained, that he was
an easy mark for every opposition speak-
sr. He left his seat frequently during the
debate, and when he remained he was
uneasy and nervous. This nervousness
was particularly noticeable when any re-
ference was made to violations of the spirit
and in some cates the letter of the audit
act that much be praised first born of the
government, the only important act they
passed lnst session that has been put n
pperation.

From start to finish the government has
had the worst of it since the budget de-
bate opened. Not even the wind power
pr the Solicitor General, who beat the air
with his arms and pounded his desk with
his fists, while he proclaimed his own and
the government’s greatness, could save the
situation. The opposition speakers were
able to prove broken pledges, an over €x-

penditure and wilful attempts to deceive
the people on the part of the government.

The scandalous misuse of provincial money
to influence the electors in tavor .of the
Conservative candidates in the Dominiogn
Elections was the hardest = blow ad-
ministered. That the force of the blow
fell in their most tender part was evident
from the muck-raking speech of the chief
commissioner of public works, and the
heat of the provincial secretary in closing
the debate.

If Mr. Flemming was slow and halting
when he described his administration of
the finances of the province, there was no-
thing of that nature to mark his closing
of the debate this morning. He was strong
and vigorous in his denunciation of the old
government. He was again on the stump
pleading for his political life, which had
been severely threatened. He pounded his
desk, told the house that he came
from the farm that he had not been born
with a silver spoon in his mouth, and a
lot of cheap gallery talk, by which he
hoped to distract attention from his lack
of explanation of the charges preferred
against his administration. His language
was strong, but his argument was weak.
His attempts to -deceive were manifold,
but transparent. Anything to get away
from the main issue was his apparent ob-
ject, and when he had finished he had
Yailed to successfully controvert a single
opposition statement.

TOWED INTO PORT THIS MORNING

The *disabled steamer Calvin Austin, in
command of Captain Allan, arrived in
port this morning at 11 o’clock from Bo#
ton via Maine Ports.

A few of
the lady passengers got excited, but Cap-
tain Aflan soon had all fears calmed by
stating there was no danger.

As supply is the order of
the day it is not likely any action will be
taken on this report until next week. The
premier is anxious to get the estimates
all passed before the Easter vacation, but
this may mot be possible because of the
changes that have been made since: last
year, -which have not been explained as
yet.

The corporations committee proceeded
with the consideration of the Moncton
street railway bill. = Before the business
commenced, Mr. Slipp, the chairman, said
he wished to correct a statement which
appeared in the Moncton Transcript that
Mr. Payson, who was acting in an official
capacity as reporter to the committee,
had taken part in the discussion on the
bill.  Such statement was entirely un-
founded .and incorrect.
