“Greece and Bulgarig would probably
come to ah agreement if only the other
obstacle could be overcome. All ' the}.

America, but Russia, France and Eng-

land appear to havé contracted for

everything in sight. Serbia alone seems

to be in a position to'dé¢cure ammunition,

and even some of that has been sent back
to Russia.”

red from Rome to London, but with
what result is not yet known,

In the Balkan wars of 1912-18 the
states were chiefly supplied with am-
mupition from Germany. Of course this
supply is now cut off, and the amount
of artillery ammuhition, = particularly,

i that of high explosives, locally manufac-

tured, is very small. According to Take
Jonesco and M. Venizelos, the former
premier of Greece, this country is the
best plepared with ammunition, and
both the statesmen have declared that
with every shot lodged on the Turkish
forts*of the Dardanelles by the Franco-
English guns ‘the value of Rumanian,
Bulgarian and Grecian intervention is
diminished.

The States, according to Take Jonesco,
realize this, and have(their plans of cam-

- paign already laid out, to be put into

execution as soon as they have suf-
ficient ammunition.

Rumania will send a force into Buk-
owina, where it will co-operate with the
Russians, although the first blow will
be struck in Eastern Turkey, north of
Constantinople, either by troops being
transported thither under convoy of the
Russian Black Sea fleet, or overland co-
operating with the Bulgarians before
\ Adrianople, which has been denuded of
its principal guns for the defence of
Gallipoli.

Greece would follow automatically,
Take believes, “perhaps chiefly from the
fear of being out of the wi g team
and suffering to the profit of the other
Balkan States. As was formerly plan-
ned, Greece would reinforce the Franco-
English armies at the Dardanelles, or
might conduct a campaign of her own
on the Smyrna coast.”

WHY FRANCE STILL
HUNTS FOR SPES

A Simple Story to a Dubious Am-
erican Traveler — But t Was
. Effective One '

Paris, May 20—(By mail)—“Aren’t
you overdoing this spy mania?”’ an Am-
erican’ business man asked, @& French
army officer here the other day when,
after devoting an entire day to an at-
tempt to get out of Paris he had still
another day’s work ahead of him await-
ing in line for visas at consulates, pre-
fectures and commissaries.

“What do you mean by overdoing the
spy mania?” the officer wanted to know.

“I mean simply this.”’ the American

explained. “Every few days the military | pec

authorities issue new orders about pass-
ports, permits de sejour, laissez-passers
and what not. Of course the changes
are designed at least in part to discour-
age spying. Isn’t the spy danger exag-
gerated? Have you really much to fear
from a spy? Could a spy do much dam-
age if you actually allowed him to move
around all he pleased back of the
firing line?” £

“Heavens, yes,” The officer exclaimed.

“] ask you because I am an average
American business man,” the Man from
Home went on, “and frankly if you were
to let me wander up and down the whole
line of trenches I couln’t tell the Ger-
mans anything that would help them if I
tried.”

The French officer smiled.

“You are not !;n.ined for the job,
that’s all,” he sald. “You remind me of
a newspaper man we caught up near
Soissons in the middle of September. He
witnessed while there one of the greatest
turning mowement of this, the greatest
of all wars yet, as he confessed after-
wards, all he saw ‘was a lot of soldiers
walking down the road.’ *

But the newspaper man was not a
military expert. There is the whole dif-
ference. Had a trained spy witnessed
that same thing, he would have had
something to report, I tell you.

“Let me illustrate: Last fall at a
critical moment a certain street corner
in Dunkirk, then alive with soldiers, was
used by a peddler of ‘frites, or French
fried potatoes, as his stand. In appear-
ance he was no whit different from the
other sellers of fried potatoes, the like of
whom every town in northern France
has many. He had lots of trade especi-’
ally among the soldiers, for not enly was
the weather cold and his potatoes always
hot, well cooked and deliciously browned
but best of all from the soldiers’ point
of view, he gave more for a sou than
any other peddler.

“The military authorities look after
everybody in a town. Of course, they
looked after this man. He proved to be
a spy. And since he was at his fried po-
tato stand early and late—he was up by
daylight and did not close up until the
streets were cleared at night—one might
ask, as you did, what if he was a spy?
What could he learn there, working
away, at his one corner?

“What he was doing was this: The
Germans were trying to get to Calais,
via Dunkirk. They werevery eager to
know just how many troops they had in
front of them; they wanted to know
whether these troops were old or young
whether English, French, Belgian or
mixed and so on.

“As a matter of fact this man was -
found to  have a ‘remarkably accurate
list of the military units of the entira
region. He was shot, of course, Xou see
we can’t afford to overlook anything.”

Now and then new rules are' prom-
ulgated by the -military  goverrior' re-
lating to papers permi tting one:ito live
in Paris. Yesterday these had to be.
thus and so; today they must be chang-
ed like this; tomorrow a' photogtaph of -
the holder must be affixed and stamped
by the police comnussia.ry of the;d‘stnct
Each time a change is made a few “sus-.
ts” are rounded up. With dim-
inution of the meshes of the now ' very
fine sifter, a spy or two is left in the
sieve,

Americans here comply with each new
regulation with good grace. Few grumble
Not all understand the importance of the
change, but they shake their heads phil-
osophically and say:

“Well, I suppose it's all right. It’s
their country anyway and théy’'re scrap~
ping for their lives. I suppose if I don’t
like it the war can get plong very well
without me.”
