Montreal, Feb. 12—A special despatch |
from Ottawa to the Montreal Star says: '
Government railway mileage will not
be very much increased by new con-
struction this year -apart from a branch

line or two in the west. With the Can-
adian  Northern in the hands of the
government and the Grand Trunk and
Grand Trunk Pacific to be taken over
soon, the more urgent requirements are
pretty well served. i

The financial budget of the govern-
ment railways is now in course of pre-
paration and the original draft con-
templates a capital outlay of $30,000,000
though this may be subject to revision.
This amount is about $10,000,000 in ex-
cess of last year. It will be applied to
betterments, the purchase of equipment
and various lines of construction here
and there. ==

The contemplated expenditure which
will be chargeable to revenue totals
$115,000,000. Under this head come the
operating expenses. It is proposed to
add extensively to the motive power,
freight dmd passenger equipment during
the year. |

After a voyage of seventy-six days

rived at Bunbury,
She sailed from Melbourne on July 6 for
Bunbury to load jarrah for South Af-
rica, and soon after clearing Port Phil-
lip Heads she struck a strong westerly
gale, which continued for days. The
vessel was driven out of her course, and
through the straits. When on the other
side of Wilson’s Promontory the wind
veered west, and the vessel was driven
up the New South Wales coast. ‘When
the Inverneill was to the south of Sydney
Head the weather moderated, and so the
captain decided to go on to Sydney.

After a short stay in Sydney he left
| again, and found the westerly winds still
at their height. He then decided that
instead of crossing the Bight he would
go with the westerly wind around the
world. Five days after setting sail he
found himself at the north end of New
Zealand, having gone a distance of ap-
proximately 1,200 nautical miles. This
he considered a remarkably good record.
| As an average the bark traveled 240
'miles a day. In twenty-eight more days
he was rounding the Horn with the
His
_trip continued for a further thirty-three
days, when he found himsel at St.
Paul’s Island in the mid-Indian ocean.
From thence on to Bunbury the trip
. took sixteen days. The trip was a fast
|one owing to the steady westerly winds.
 Captain Shirpen himself estimated that
ithe voyage would take approximately
ninety-five days, whereas the trip from
Sydney to Banbury occupied but sev-
lenty-six days. Altogether Captain Ship-
pen estimates that he traveled 14,500
miles in his endeavor to go from Mel-
bourne to Bunbury, and his average
sailing time was 292 miles a day. He
considers that such a passage has never
been made before by a mariner, and

Influenza situation in various provinces
as follows:

Ontario—Toronto, 1,712 cases and 61
deaths; Hamilton, 420 cases and five
deaths; Latchford, 51 cases and one
death; Newliskeard, 35 cases and no
deaths; Amherstburg, 70 cases and no
deaths; Sarnia, 431 cases and no deaths.

Nova Scotia—Halifax, three cases;
Sydney, two cases; Amherst, many
cases; Antigonish, four cases.

Saskatchewan—Many doctors hesitate
to call prevailing colds influenza, al-
though these colds very prevalent. Small
epidemic reported from three rural dis-
tricts. Very few complications or
deaths.

Quebec—Fourteen municipalities, all
except one in western portion of pro-
vince, have reported influenza; 183 cases
reported this day in Montreal.

Alberta—One thousand and thirty-
four cases to date. Majority mild.

British Columbia—Victoria, 326 cases
and three deaths; Kamloops, 50 cases;
Prince George, 25. Balance of province
normal.

New Brunswick—Last seven days
about 100 cases. Two deaths from com-
plications.
