Meanwhile German-Austrians Are 
Making Objection

Reparations Clause of Austrian 
Treaty About Agreed on—Pa- 
dcreweski in Protest Against 
Silesian Qyestion Settlement

Paris, June 6—It is doubtful if the 
Council of Four will be able to send a 
reply to the German counter proposals 
to the peace treaty terms before the end 
of next week, according to the Paris 
office of Reuter’s Limited.

Basle, June 4—The grand council of 
German-Austria has adopted a report 
by Dr. Otto Bauer that the peace terms 
presented to German-Austria by the Al­
lies meant “the death sentence of the 
Austrian republic,” according to Vienna 
advices received here. Newspapers of 
Vienna echo this sentiment.

Paris, June 4—(By the Associated 
Press)—The Council of Four has virtu­
ally agreed on the reparations clause of 
the Austrian treaty. On the question of 
boundaries no conclusion has been 
reached.

Paris, Jane 5—Pederweski, Polish pre­
mier, has protested to the peace confer­
ence leaders against any change in the 
terms of the settlement of the Silesian 
question.

Reports from Paris have been that the 
peace conference heads were considering 
alterations in the peace terms presented 
Germany so as to provide for a plebis­
cite in Silesia over the question of unit­
ing with Poland and likewise for the 
guarantee to Germany of coal supplies 
from the Silesian mines.

Berlin, Jnne 6—(By the Associated 
Press)—Another indication of the senti­
ment in eastern Germany regarding the 
annexation of portions of East Prussia 
to Poland is shown in a bitter protest 
signed by all leaders of the chief poli­
tical parties in the Oletzko district, 
charging the government with neglecting 
the interests of East Prussia and barter­
ing the province with the Entente for 
more favorable peace terms.

Calgary, June 5—Delegates from trades 
councils throughout western Canada are 
planning to meet today to complete or­
ganization of the “one big union.” The 
delegates will draw up a constitution 
which will be submitted later to the 
trades council for approval The meet­
ing Is scheduled to last ten days.

Calgrary’s general strike has develop­
ed into a fight on the question of wheth­
er the government will reinstate the 
postal workers who walked out. Labor 
leaders said the original strike move, 
which was in sympathy with the Winni­
peg strikers has become a side issue. 
Premier Borden telegraphed it would 
be impossible to reinstate the postal men.
Printer* Against Strike

Calgary, June 5—The Calgary. Typo­
graphical Union, including in its mem­
bership all newspapers and all printing 
shops, has cast its vote against joining 
the sympathetic strike here.

Vancouver, B. C., June 5—Vancouver 
was going about its business as usual 
yesterday despite the general strike.

Two special trains are now speeding over the C N. R, towards St John 
with members of the 44th, New Brunswick Battalion aboard. They should 
reach here tomorrow morning but the hour is not yet certain. A telegram re­
ceived this afternoon by Charles Robinson, secretary of the Returned Soldiers' 
Commission, from the officer commanding the Quebec military district said that 
two specials left today for here, the first No. 2014 at 11 a. m, with 260 men 
aboard, the second, No. 2015 at 12*45 with 15 officers and 338 other ranks. Mr. 
Robinson will leave tonight on the 6.10 train to meet them.

Quebec, June 5—Two C. P. O. S. 
liners, the Empress of Britain and the 
Corsican, docked here last night. The 
Empress carried 145 officers and 2,705 
other ranks. Among the troops are the 
44th Battalion and details for St. John,
N. B„ comprising thirty-four officers and 
1,010 other ranks, four officers and 120 
other ranks for Montreal, two officers 
for Halifax and one other rank for 
Moncton.

The Corsican carried only cabin pas­
sengers to this port, having landed troops 
for Newfoundland at St John’s, Nfld.
Mauretania Tomorrow.

Halifax, June 6—The Cunard liner 
Mauretania from England with 182 offi­
cers and 3,507 other ranks of the C. E.
F. is due at Halifax tomorrow morning 
at 6 o’clock, according to a radiogram 
from the ship.

Wilkes barre, Pa., June 5—Some 75 or 100 workers were killed and many 
others injured at the Baltimore No. 2 tunnel of the Delaware fle Hudson Company 
neat here early today. A car of Hack powder attached to a train of cars which 
the men were riding to their chambers in the mine exploded. An electric motor 
drew the cars. The trolley wire broke a ad sparks ignited the powder. Men were 
blown everywhere, but most of the deat hs were caused by fire and suffocation.

The accident occurred a little before 
seven o’clock. A train of empty cars 
was sent to the mouth of the tunnel to 
take the men into the chambers. One 
hundred men piled into the cars. Near 
the end of the train was a car of black 
powder.

When 200 feet in the tunnel the trolley 
wire broke and fell. Sparks ignited the 
powder and instantly there was an ex­
plosion that sent the bodies of men fly­
ing in all directions. Hie force of the 
explosion was so terrific that it was felt 
throughout the greater part of the city.

Flames caused the greater loss of life, 
many of the bodies being burned to a 
crisp. Other men who were burned and. 
were trying to reach safety died of suf­
focation.

When rescuers reached the tunnel 
there were dead and dying scattered 
everywhere. The injured were rapidly 
removed, sent to hospitals as quickly as 
ambulances could be provided and the 
dead were brought out and placed in 
tiers on the green.

Today’s accident is a direct result of 
violation of tire 
given the men
to their place of work and a 
special train was provided for that pur- 

On these cars special seats are 
built and the train was in daily use.

It is a violation of the mine law to 
carry powder on a train. The law is 
specific that powder and other explosives 
must be transpokted alone. There were 
a dozen kegs of powder in one of the 

cars, all of which were exploded.

General Store, Hotel Sample Rooms and 
Five Dwellings Are Destroyed

As the result of a fire which started 

in Loggieville last evening the large gen­
eral store of A. & E Loggie, one of 
their warehouses, the sample rooms of 
the Terminal Hotel and five dwelling 
houses are now a heap of smouldering 
ruins. The fire broke out in the base­
ment of the store and in a remarkably 
short space of time had the building en­
veloped in flames. It spread so rapidly 
that it was impossible to save any of the 
contents of the store or office and every 
effort was put forth to save adjoining 
buildings.

The men of Loggieville banded to­
gether and soon had water flowing from 
the mill pond. The supply proved in­
adequate and the flames began to spread 
to the warehouse to the left of the store. 
This building was soon ablaze and the 
large warehouse in the rear was threat­
ened. In the meanwhile the fire spread 
to the sample rooms of the hotel and 
this building was soon wrapped in 
flames.

A call for help was wired to Chatham 
and Newcastle. The former immediate­
ly dispatched an engine, hose cart and 
some firemen, while the latter ordered a 
special train and placed an engine and 
hose cart on cars and started for the 
scene.

In the meanwhile the fire continued to

spread and one hour after the blaze was 
first seen four buildings were in flames 
and others threatened. The fire jumped 
across the street from the burning build­
ings and five of the dewlling houses 
caught and like the other buildings were 
completely destroyed.

The general store was a two-story 
wooden structure, 160 feet long and 65 
feet wide. The warehouse also was a 
wooden structure, 80 by 50 feet. The 
sample rooms were located in a wooden 
structure of 40 by 20 feet. The five 
dwelling houses were all of one and a 
half stories and were constructed of 
wood. The store, the warehouse and the 
five dwelling houses were the property' 
of A. & R. Loggie and were partially 
covered by insurance. The contents of 
the store and warehouse were destroyed, 
but the people residing in the houses 
were able to get the majority of their 
furniture out before they fell a victim 
of the flames.

The fire was not fully extinguished 
until 4.30 o’clock this morning. An es­
timate places the loss at $75,000.

Insurance on the buildings is said to 
be largely held in Montreal. The firm 
of Macum & Foster of this city had 
$9,500 on the stock in the Loggie store; 
there was $7,000 in the Royal and $2,500 
in the Union of Parte
