GO0ER
FOR BREAKING
SUNDAY LAW

Tradesmen of Hull, England
Are Systematically
Violating It

PAY UP EVERY WEEK

One Man Has Done This Fifty
Two Times a Year for Thirteen
Years — Funay Complications
Caused By Other English Shop
Laws : ’

(Times” Special Corfespondence)

London, July 6—All kinds of queer com-
plications have resulted already from the
new law in thie country which compels all
“shop-keepers” to give their ‘assistants a
weekly half-heliday—it not being clear at
the start just which tradesmen were af-
fected and which were not. There will have
to be still more fuss, however, before the
Shops’ Act, as it is called, ranks as &
troublesbreeder and provider of gueer legal
puzzles with sundry other lawe, mostly of
the “blue” variety, which cumber the
English statute books at present.
_ One of the most brain-wracking of these
is the law regarding Sunday trading, which
differs in different distriets, and is en-
forced in some parts of the country and
not in others. One of the many puzziles
which have arisen out of it concerned a
bake ehop which happens to be half in and
half out, of London. Now while in Lon-
don, a bake-shop must be shuf by ome
o'clock on Sunday, the closing time just
outside the metropolis is onethirty, so
what is the answer? At last accounts,
the owner of the shop and the local au-
thorities on the metropolitan side of the
boundary line still were arguing the point,
which was mere impgrtant than it might
seem, most poor folk in the metropolis

least warmed-up at the local bake-shop.

A question of this kind about a saloen,
or public house can be qvercome by tak-|
ing out two licenses. Here is a real case.
The boundary-line betweep Darwen and
Qswaldtwigtle, two towns in Lancashire,
runs straight through the middle of a es-
loon, one of the two “public rooms,” as
they are called in which the worthies of
the district “put down’’ the demon rum,
being on one gide of the line and the sac-
ond on the other.

The cloging hour in. Darwen  is ten,
whereas in Oswaldtwistle it ie an hour
later. Aeccordingly, on the stroke of tem,
ingenious landlord inviteg his . y
custompers to etep into the Oswaldtwistle
and, as he bas ‘a license for each township
the law cannot touch him.

Oddly enough, under the Engligh licens-
ing law it is possible for a saloon to be
at one and the same time, in a “hamlet”
where the closing hour is ‘tén and in &
‘“Gity or othér place” where the shutting
up time ié eleven, Awhile ago a saloon-
keeper whose premises were in a hamilet
containing fewer than 2,500 inhabitants,
the closing hour in which, aecording to the
act, ig ten, persisted in keping open until
the——according to his and his cugtomers’
minde~——more suitable hour of eleven.
Why? Because, and on a%penl he waa held
to be right, though the hamlet might be
a place within the statute, the saloon was
still within “another place.”—i. e. a par-
ish containing more than 2,500 people,

As for the administration of the old
Lord's Day Observance Act, which fot-
bade trading on Sunday, it ie little mere
than a farce. In some places it is a dead
Jetter and there is one town where, by
an oversight in the drafbing of a local act,
places of amusement of all kinds can be
open on Sunday. On the other hand, in
some places the law is enforced rigorous-
1y.
- In one of these places which, after a
long time of neglect, began .to put the law
into force, a shop-keepr who deéfled it was
fined every Monday for ninéteen weeks in
succession. At the twentieth timé he paid
the penalty—ten ehilings, or $2.50 odd—all
in “threepenny bits,” miserable little thin
silver coins about half as big as a ten-
cent piece—which were declined and . he
was given a day or two to “pay properly.”

But as silver—the law does not &ecify

| what kind—is the legal tender for gumse

under ten dollars the tradesman—who was
an’excellent amateur lawyer—insisted that
he was within' his rights in offering the
“thrippeny” bits. The bench, iff the énd,

upon the man promptly refused to pay at
all, and defied them to.enforce a fine they,
had once refused.

The town that enforces the Lord’s Day
Obgervance Act most zealously is Hull—

day night and do not take them down un-
til Monday morning, but a few tobacco
nists and others defy the law, and cheer-
fully take the consequences.
