IS AT LAST BROKEN

An Editorial Which Does Not Explain---Was The

Colonist’s Emissary

Sandbagged on His

Journey to The Smoker ?

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

At last. It has spoken.

This morning, on the first week’s an-
niversary of its exposure, the Colonist
feels constrained to say something re-
garding its use of the mow famous
forged telegram.

Not an expianation, not even an ex-
cuse, but merely a plea of former good
behavior and a solemn promise neyer
to ‘do it (or is it, to- be feund out?)
again,

The editorial of this morning -is as
follows:

“We, find on investigation that Mr.
Borden’s telegram of the 24th of Octob-
ér was taken from the telegraph edi-
tor’s desk shartly after it was recelved
and was never returned: to the Colon-
ist office. The message from him read:
‘Your message received. The Conserv-
ative party stands for a white Canada
and- the absolute protection of white
labor,” while the telegram printed in
the Colonist was taken from the notes
of the reporter in attendance at the
Conservative meeting of that night and
read: ‘Your message received. The
Conservative party stands for a white
Canada, the protection of white labor
and the absolute exclusion of Asiatics.’
(vide page 2, column 7, Colonist of Oct.
25th.)

“It was nearly midnight when the
telegram was required, and about that
time a transcription of the report from
the notes mentioned was taken to. the
photo-engraving plant for the purpose
of reproduction. )

“It was at this point that the Colon-
ist fell very badly -indeed. We cannot
excuse ourselves for being so remiss
in allowing the telegram to be publish-

‘ ed in this manner. We should have
=atisfied ourselves of its hona fides by
going to the C. P. R. telegraph office
and, in the absence of the original, se-
curing a certified copy of it.. We would
then have discovered the regrettable
alteration and put it right at once.
Such a course would only have been
fair to Mr. Borden and Mr. Barnard
and simple justice to them demanded
jt. YAt the same time we would have
succeeded .in keeping. the Colonist be-
yond the criticism of it enemies,

“We must, however, assume the re-
sponsibility of inexcusable negligence
and -"endﬂavor by  exercising greater
‘care in the future, to protect our paper
and its friends. We feel that we can
yefer to the record of the Colonist, to
fts fair treatment of its opponents, its
Joyalty to-its:friends, its honest pres-
entation of "the news and its frank and
fearless comments as well'as its readi-
ness to correct promptly any errors into
which it.may have fallen as an offset
to the unfavorable impression which
the publication of this altered telegram
must necessarily create and as a guar-
antee that the lesson of the incident
will not be lost.”

“The telegram was taken from the
telegraph editor’s desk shortly after it
was received, and was never returned
to the Colonist office.” It must, how-
ever, have left the Colonist office in
charge of one of its men for Mr. Bar-
nard states that when it was delivered
to him at the public meeting it was
*from  an emissary of the Colonist.”
Doubtless on the journey from the Col-

onist office to the A, O. U. W. the
“emissary’” was drugged, and some of
the numerous typewriters to be found
at every street corner employed to alter
the dispatch,

“It was mearly midnight when the
telegram was required and about that
time a transcription of the report from
the notes mentioned was taken to the
ph’bto engraving plant for the purpose
of Teproduction.” In. other words a
reporter submits the text of a telegram
read at a public meeting, it is trans-
cribed in the office, the signature of
Mr. Borden is attached, a zinc etching
is made, and produced in the Colonist
as a FAC-SIMILE of the dispatch in
question.

Now that so much has been elicited
and as the Sabbath is still a few hours
distant the Times, on behalf of the
publie, implores its erring neighbor to
vouchsafe one or two additional facts.

‘What employee of the Colonist took
the dispatch from. the office, and did he
not do so under directions from one
high in authority on that paper?

Was it this'same man who delivered
it to those on the platform at the A.
O. U. "W, hall, and if not to whom did
he deliver it?
could be readily discovered in a bona
fide inquiry.

Was the telegram read or shown:to
the manager, or the editor, both of
whom were in town at the time; and if
s0 how was it they did not detect the
forgery when it appeared in the Colon-
ist the next morning? s

‘When the forgery was nailed by Mr.
Borden himself, some weeks ‘ago and
the Colonist asked by him to explain,
why did it not do so, instead of waiting
till its action was exposed in parlia-
ment?

From the editorial in to-day’s issue
it is quite evident that the papér is
inferentially seeking to transfer the
responsibility for the forgery from its
own shoulders to those of others in the
city — presumably the Conservative
management.

Press Comments,

Vancouver Saturday Sunset (Con-
servative): The Victoria Colonist is
in_about the dirtiest mess I can recall
in Canadian journalism. That .the
Borden . telegram was altered with de-
liberate intent after it left the C. P. R.
telegraph office and before it was
placed in the hands of G. H. Barnard
in the political meeting of October
24th is self evident. The Colonist it-
self admits that the eopy on file in
the telegraph offices contains no such
words as “and the absolute exclusion
of Asiatics.”” ¥Yet it printed a fac-
simile of the telegram reproduced by
photography, in its issue of Oectober
25th. The camera 'cannot be blamed
for making a mistake. Those words
could not have been added without
the active intervention of a man with
a typewriter. Had the wording of
the telegram been merely copied and
set up in type an error might have
crept in. But in this case the tele-
grar_n was photographed and etched on
a zinc plate by photographic process.
The plea of inadvertence is therefore
absolutely 'untenable, if made.

Mr. Borden on the floor of the House
has declared that the original tele-
gram was worded as follows:

“The Colonist, Victoria.

“Your message received. The Con-
servative party stands for a white
Canada and the protection of white
labor.

“R. L. BORDEN.”

When it was handed to Mr. Barnard
at the meeting the word “and” had
been expunged after ‘Canada,” a
comma inserted and the words “and
the absolute exclusion of Asiatics” had
been added to it. Mr. Barnard denies
complicity in the forgery. The Colon-
ist admits the words are not in the
copy on file, It says it published the
telegram in good faith. It is now up
to the Colonist to shoulder the odium
of a deliberate forgery or fing a scape-
goat.

According to the Colonist’s own re-
ports at the time, the aadition of
the words created a furore of enthu-
siasm in the meeting. Apparently it

Now what is Mr. Barnard going to
do about it? Is he going to retain the
seat won by such a despicable trick?
He says he is an honorable man and
wants to stand as such before the
members of both sides of the House.
How can he do so when he holds his
seat as the fruit of one of the dirtiest
campaign tricks ever worked in Can-
ada?

Disengaged Vessels
on Coast.

Grain chartering is at’ an end with
no indications of further fixtures until
the new season arrives, says the San
Francisco - Commercial News. Disen-
gaged tonnage available for grain-num-
bers seven vessels of 15,099 tong at San
Francisco, eleven of 23,616 tons at Pu-
get Sound and British Columbia, six of
11,522 tons at Portland, a total of
twenty-four vessels of 50,267 tons regis-
ter, or far more than is necessary for
either the grain or lumber movement.

Lumber’chartering has been more ac-
tive thig week, quite a number of small
vessels being taken'for Guaymas, Cal-
lao, Melbourne and Adelaide. The Nor-
wegian steamer Henrik Ibsen, which
arrived January 10th under charter to
load on Grays Harbor for Australia,
lost her charter on account of delay by
repairs, and the British steamer Rum-
ford at Honolulu was taken in her place
at 30s. The only large sailer fixed for
lumber during the week was the Car-
manian at Portland to load lumber on
the Sound for United Kingdom to re-
place the French ship Alice, wrecked on
the northern coast; the Alice had a rate
of 50s for direct port, while the Car-
manian wag fixed at 45s. Coastwise
chartering has been fairly brisk this
week at the usual rate of $3.75 to this
port and $4.50 south.

The winter
dress is a rabbit skin capot and deer
skin trousers dressed with the hair on,
The hair is always worn next the skin,
Their dress clothes are always car.
ried with them and put on at night
whether here or in the lodge. The
women dress nearly the same ag the
men, only the capot is a ‘leetle’ longer,
-and with no point in front, they have
fever ornaments and the hair is sel-
dom tied,
Their Houses.

Each family is provided with a dee,.
skin lodge; the hair is always kept on
for warmth in winter; the lodge is sel-
dom used in summer. In winter they
encamp in_ a thicket of pines.. The
ground is cleared and the lodge put up
on willow poles, which they generally
carry with them on their sledges,
Snow is then packed half way up; the
inside is lined with pine brush, and the
small hole used for a door closed with
a double deer skin. Although they
have small fires it'is as warm asg most
houses. Their stock of provisions,
consisting generally of dried fish, is
kept outside in a “cache” made of
branches and Snow, open above, on
which are placed their sleighs. They
are better dressed and In general live
much more comfortably than the In-
dians of the Mackenzie. The women
do all the drudgery in winter, collect
firewood, hau] the slenghs along with
the dogs, bring snow for water, etc.,
but the men always cook, and the
women are not allowed to eat unti] the
men are satisfied. They treat their
wives generally with kindness, but are
very jealous of them. The principal
mfen of the nation have two or three
wives each. One old leader here has
five, while others who have few beads
(and beads are their riches) to decor-
ate the women remain bachelors. But
a good fighter though a poor man can
a_lways have a wife. The women do
little in summer except drying the fish
or meat. The men alone paddle the
canoes, The women go as passengers,
I have seen the men carry them from
the canoes to where the ground was
dry for fear of having their feet wet,
The men are about middle stature,
slim but well formed, with regular
I have seen, ]

The gentleman “Saveeah,” the prin-
cipal chief of the Kootcha-Kootchin
was present while I was sketching the
others,” ang remarked that he did not
see himself amongst them. I -offered
t¢ take his likeness to send. to the
Great White ‘Chief, @nd he. has been
sitting for the last half hour with his
best face on. He is mightily pleased
with his‘own appearance on paper, al.
though I have made a complete byngle
of it,-except the mouth it is not like.

I may here remark that all the chiefs
hereabouts are young men, and when
they become old they are not much re-
garded as leaders, none are considered
a chief until they have 200 skins worth
of beads. This Indian never saw
whites before we arrived. He has given
us more furs and more meat than any
other, was our fort hunter this spring,
has great influence with his band, and
is the person for whom the Red Coat
is intended after our arrival {from
Lapiere’s house.

TIME CHARTER FOR
STEAMER EIR

Will Load Lumber on Puget
Sound for West
Coast.

Capt, Marcussen, of the steamer Eir,
received word Thursday that hig ves~
sel had been chartersd by W, R. Grace
& Co. to carry lumber to the West

Coast. The Eir arrived here on Novem-
ker 22nd and has since that time been
lying in Esquimalt harbor, She will in
all probability leave the second week
in next month on time charter to load
on Puget Sound. 5 .

The chartering of the Eir leaves.but
one setamer in Esquimalt disengaged,
the Agapanthus, which changed owners
quite recently,. There are also two
windjammers in the harbor, the Sen-
ator and the Halewood. It was not long
ago that there were a dozen disengaged
craft in the harbor, but one by one
they have been taken and gone te dif-
ferent parts of the world.

A new charter has been arranged by
the Hastings Timber & Trading Co.
The American schooner David Evans,
of San Francisco, a vessel of some 748
tons register, is to load lumber from
the Hastings sawmill, Vancouver, for
Australia. She is expected to arrive
from Callao the second week of March.

VACCINATING A REPUBLIC.

New Orleans, La., Jan. 29.—~0One of the
most ‘sweeping decrees to enforce a sani-
tary precaution ever issued, has been
made by President Cabrera, of Guate-
mala. It requires, according to those ar-
riving here from that country, that

“every person in the republic must be vac-

cinated. The disease is believed to have
been practically eliminated in that coun-
try. This edict has given rise to exag-
gerated reports of the prevalence of
smallpox in that country.
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
