Important Decision, re Sunday Law |
Given by strate 3
Macrae To-Day.

Holders of'Lic,enses Are ‘Responsible
for ‘the” Acts ‘of” Their
Sub-Tenants.

Magistrate -Maerse gave "an imporntant’
decision” in 'the “police’ eourt tnis ‘morn-
ing, when he decided that Nicholles Con-
dogeorge, “of" the Russ House, Johmson
street, was guibty of+the charge of sup-.
piying: liquor on' Sunday, April 18th.
vondogeorge pleaded that he hald sub-let
the bar, and contendcd that although the
License was in' his neme he was met re-
sponsibie. for the act of his sub-tenamnt.
Muagustrate: Magcrae decided that he was.
Here is the judgment in fuil:

“In this. case tive Icense of the Russ
House, on . ohmson street, is. rharged
with a violatioh of what is generally
known as the “Sunmday Law,” at his k-
censed’ premises, oy Sunday. April 18th
iast. It ‘wias,proved that four men haw
been drinking beer in his salobn from
about 8 to 1V o’clock p.m. of that day,
and that they had been served by one
Zareiln, who was then in charge . of the
bar. Evidence was given by defendant

the  saloon, under a.verbal agreement
for a lease at % monthly rent, and thar
he had been stnictly enjoimed not to dor|
business on  S@rdays. Counsel for the

agrecment the sub-tenant should be held
responsible for a breach of the law. In
a case determined in this city in Aungust,
1894, I held, and still hold, that under
seclion 4 of the “Liquor LicenseRegula-
tion Act, 1891, Sunday drinking in L
censed premises”is prohibited, and that
the 'responsibility’ of prohibiting it is
thrown upen the licenséd person.: 1f he
fails he is subject to a penalty. He can-
not by any private ‘arrangement into
wileh he’ may enter, shift‘the respomsi-
lility wpon another person, On any oth-
er principle the intrepretation of the act
might be evaded with the uwtmost facili-
ty, and with impunity, and would be
reduced to a dead letter. I convict the
aefendant of the offence charged and ad-
judge him to forfeit and pay a fine of
$35 and $2 costs, to be levied by dis-
tress, and in default of sufficient dis
tress I adjudge bim to bé imprisoned
for one month.”

Carelessnes of An Employe Caused the
Charity Bazaar Fire.
