HUNDREDS OF

BODIES UNBURIED

LIE IN HEAPS IN THE
STREETS OF WARSAW

Troops Still Hold the City—Reports Re-
garding the Strike Sitnation
Are Conflicting.

Warsaw, Febh. 2.—More blood has been
ed in the streets of Warsaw during
sday and early Wednesday morning.
'l number of strikers is increasing, and
conditions throughout the city are fast
becoming chaetic.
The worst disturbances occurred in the
suburbs, while the city proper was some-
what more quiet. Many streets in the

city proper are like charnel houses. Im |

some distriets the dead lie in heaps, as
it has been impossible to bury them all.
The authorities admit that at least 700
corpses are still in the streets. They are
putrifying fast, and in some quarters the
stench is becoming unbearable.

In the Nowoswiedzi quarter the police
at midnight remeoved 50 male and 2
female bodies in earts and buried them
in one grave in the local cemetery.

Owing to the elaborate precautions the
disturbances that were anticipated here
to-day did not occur. The authorities de-
clare thaf the strike is practieally ended.
The smaller factories will reopen to-mor«
row and the larger ones on Monday. The
bakers and printers have definitely decid-
ed to resume work - to-morrow. The
streets are still in the ' hands of the
wmilitia, The shops have mot yet reopen-
ed, and the city ‘is quiet and almost
deserted. :

Governor-General Trepoff, who receiv-
ed the Associated Press correspondent
Friday afternoon, said: “The whole case
is now in the hands of the minister of
justice, who is conducting the investiga-
tion, at the conclusion of ~which the
prosecutor-general will deeide whether
the prisoners shall be tried by a civil or
a military court. The story spread
broad broadcast that I have ordered
Gorky to be tried by court-martial is a
baseless falsification invented by persons
who are grossly ignorant of Russia, or
else they would have known that it is
impossible for a representative of the
Russian administration to order any pri-
soner to be court-martialled, er even to
decide the form of trial.

NORTH SBEA COMMISSION.

Naval Expert Says Mistakes Are Fre-
quently Made Between Torped‘o
and Other Boats,

Paris, Feb. 2.—At the sitting of the
North Sea commission to-day, counsel for
Great Britain introduced Commander
Keane, former chief of a torpedo divis-
ion and a leading expert of the British
navy.

Inferrogating Commander Keane, Ad-
miral Fournier (French) asked whether
it would be possible to mistake a battle-
ship for a torpedo boat when a boat of
the dimensions of a trawler was along-
side. ‘‘Certainly not,” replied the wit-
ness.

Admizal Fournier considered the point
interesting, stating that such was the
position of the Russians who had ob-
served the torpede boats with trawlers
alongside.
torpedo boat had been there it could not
have been mistaken for a torpedo boaf.

Admiral Doubasoff (Russian), saying
the question was important, asked Lieut.
Schram, the torpedo officer of the battle~
ship Boredino, relative to the impression
on board his ship when it was an-
nounced that torpedo boats were pursu-
ing the Kamtchatka. The witness stated
that “our suppositions regarding the pos-
sibility of a torpedo attack were real-
ized.”

‘Christiansen, mate of the Norwegian
vessel Adela, swore that he saw a tor-
pedo boat in the North Sea on Septem-
ber 19th, and that on the following day
he saw a similar vessel without Ilights
sailing at great speed in the vicinity
where the trawlers crossed. The witness
was uncertain whether the second vessel
was a torpedo boat.
