IN ME. STOOKTOR’S DEFENCE,

It is a pliifal defence that Mr, A, 8,
Stockton has had made for him {n the Globe.
Mr, Stockton, writlog to a journal In New
York to prove that protection has been a
fallure in this province, made incorrect and
damaging statements about the condition of
New Brunswick manufactures in general,
and about one or two firms in particular,

nailmakers as of recent date, whereas it took
place eight years ago, He Intended it to be
belleved that the financlal disaster occurred
under the pollocy of protection and in conse-
ouence fthereof, though he must have
known that the event took place
before the protection policy became law,
Mr. Stockton’s reference to the nail busi-
ness was calculated and evidently intended
to make the readers of the Herald belleve
that the nail business in S, John 1s unpros.
perous, that firms engsged in it are not
achleving sut®ess and are not controlling the
home markets. Yet he knows, or ocould
have kown by asking, that the three nail
making establishments In thls clty were at
the time he wrote working at thelr fall
capaclty, some of them over time; that they
were all supposed to be doing a profitable
business, and tha$ they were employing over
160 bands, which is more than double the
number employed the year before the pro,
teclive policy was introduoed, and is far in
excess of the number at work in elther year
mentioned by bim, Mr, Stockton gave mis-
leading and damaging testimony as to the
cotton buslness, placing particular stress
on the failures that have occurred and, con-

cealing the facts that the factorles are now

belog sucoessfully operated; alleglng tha

the money so invested is ‘‘hopelessly lost”

or is paylng no interest, whereas he might by

enquiry have learned the value of cotton

stocks and found out something respecting

the year's operatlons, So with regard to

other industries which he mentions,

In the plea for Mr, Siockton it Is argued

that he had no resource for facts but to the

census of 1881, and that if any later years

are taken ‘‘there must be speculation” as to

the facts, To this the plain answer is that

if Mr. Stockton could not get facts which
wonld indicate the present condition of New
Brunswick manufactureras he could at least
bave refralned from publishing returns six
years’ old as indicating the present condl-
tion of these. manufactures, it being within
his koowledge that the condltions have
changed. It may be further stated that
Mr, Stockton has shown mno aversion to
speculating’ in regard to the special
Industries  above mentloned, though
the facts were eaey to be ascertalned,
He specalates fast enough when by
speculating he ocan support his ocase,
Even if we suppose that Mr, Stockton did
not know whether certaia industries and
certain firms were doing well or not, there
were other courses open to him than the one
he took. He could have admitted hisignor-
ance, or assumed that the enterprises were
proaperous, as easily as he asserted tha$ they
were unsuccessful, There was also the
privilege of silence, which s always open to
the man who has nothing profitable to say.
The censns statements of 1871 and 1881
may be freely used, if a man chooses, to
show the progress of business between 1870
and 1880, If used In regard to St. John
industries, an honest man will explain that
the oity waa burned to ashes within the
perlod, If the figures are used as an argu.

This is{nomination day In Oatarlo, Ina
week one of the sharpest political contests
which has ever taken place in that provioce
will have ended. The opposiiion s contest.
Ing every foot of ground, although the lead-
ers acknowledge the heavy odds againat
them, The Mowat gerrymander gives the
government half a dozen coustituencles
previoualy held by the oppoeltion,unless the
advantage shall prove to be offze$ by a
change of sentiment against the government
In the localitles affected, In Toronte the
government {3 exceedingly unpopular and
could not elect a candidate in a fair contest,
To meet this oase, the Mowat bill gives
minority representation to Toronto alone In
all the province, The constituency is given
three representatives, each elector, however,
baving the privilege ot votlng for but
two ocandidates, The grits nominate
only one candidate and vote tfor him
alone, If the liberal conservatives should
nominate a full ticket of three, each elector
having only the privilege of votiog for two
of his men, the ticket would only recelve
two-thirds of the party support, while the
oppotition, though only one vota more than
two.thirds as numerous, could eleot thelr
man, The result of the arrangement Is that
the opposition put two ocandidates In the
field and the government only named one,
while the labor party have formed a tloket
of two. This scheme will give Mowat
& supporter to represent an opposition
constituency,

Premier Mowat Is a hard man to
beat, He carried the provincain 1883 with
a fair majority shortly after Mr, Blake had
been badly defeated in Oatarlo, Since
that time he has been strengthening himself
in every legitimate fashion and in varlous
other ways, The administration has more
than doubled the annual expenditure since
it came in power, It ls not denled that Mr,
Mowat has sold “some  $10,000,000
worth” of the public domaln, and that
the balance of sssets in the hand
is not larger than it was when Mr, Mowat
was called to the premiership, There are
sundry echool book deals under which valu-
able publishing monopolles are secured to
supporters of the government, one of the
chief proprietors' of the Globe belng among
them, Then Mr, Mowat made himeself dis.

Oar contemporary, the Telegraph, rigldly
abstains from the study of the official re-
cords, It announced some time ago thﬁ the
number of employes in the dopartments at
Ottawa had Increased slnce 1878 from 480 to
1,180. The statement was contradicted by
the minlster of justice In his speech here
delivered about the same time, It has been
repeated in Moutreal and again contradicted
by the Montreal Gazette, The Telegraph,
which we suppose, clipped its original table
from some Inaccurate exchange, now remarks
on the credibility of the Gazcite, and observes
that Hon, Mr, Thompson had hia statements
prepered for him for political purposes,
This sort of talk might do if the num.
ber of employes were a matter of opinion or
speculation. But i$ happens that there are
officlal records, which are furnished gratuit-
onely to the Telegraph and other journals.
The exact number of employes, with the
salary of each, the positlon he holds, and
the date of his appointment, are all stased
in these records. The ZFelegraph was en.
tirely wrong In its original statement and it
should own up, A few weeks ago the
Telegraph objected to the appointment of
Me, Wylde on the West India delegation on
the ground that the whole ground had been
gone over in 1880: by a delegation
of which Hon, Mr. MocDougall, the Hon,
James McDonald, William Smith and others
were members, Oar contemporary has not
yet corrected its blunder and Informed ite
astonished readers that it made a mle=
take of fourteen years In the date and that
the report in question waas older than the
Dominion of Canada, Ia the same breath
the Telegraph argued that protection
had Injared the export trade for the United
States to the West Indles, and in proof
stated that the value of such exports were
only $7,268 000, Now, the United States ex-
ports to Caba alone in 1885, according to
the ' annual statement of commerce and
nsvigation,” amounted to over $9 000,000,
The British Weet Iodles took about the
eame quantity, Porto Rlco $1,500,000, Hayti
and San Domingo $4,300,000, The Danish
and French colonies also purchased goods.
We mention these little errors of our con-
