THE SBWEET BYE AND BYE.

Its First Publication by Men Who Scorned
The Popular Hymbp,

There recently appeared ina Western
newspaper an article regarding “‘The
Sweet Bye and Bye,” containing many ab-
surd statcments. Now the interest in this
song is awskened. I wish to make pablic
the cir 8 of 1ts inception and sub-
Sequent publication and the way in which
it became popular.

A. P. Webster, the composer of the
mutiv, was by no means unknown to the
public at the time ths song was published.
He had won gret popularity with his
‘L:rcos,’ ‘Paul Vane,’ ‘Little Maud.?
These had been published at Chicsgo by
H. M. Higgine, wto, with the wri‘er, then
8 boy of twelve years, created a sale for
them by singing them tor i
and costomers who came to purchase music.
At that time, in the esrly sixties. Web-
ster lived at tke little town of Elkhorn,
Wis , and about twice each year he would
come to Chicago with a roll of manuscript
songs. These were usually written with
s pencil, and in a hasty, scrawling manner,
though the notes were slways legible. The
songs he offered for sale at $25 each, and
the publisher would select what he thought
would sell, and eitker pay him or agree to
psy royalty. My llecticn is that
‘‘Paul Vane,” “Lorens,” and “Little
Maud” were published on the royalty pl.n.
Webster's appearance as he came into the
store was most uncommon. He wore bis
hair banging to ths shoulders. It was
light brown, and his complexion was florid.
He bad clear blue eyes and heavy eye-
lashes. He was of medium beight, rather
slender, and walked with a gait that sug-
gested bumility. It has been said that
Webster was intemperate, and that he
used to drink heavily, but I never saw him
under the influence of liquor.

In 1866 or 1867 a young physi:ian,
Samuel Fillmore Bennett, then lately
graduated from Ann Arbor University, had
become an intimate . friend of Webster.
They were in fact slmost inseparable. One
dnyWMu-ohanoﬁ:einnm

ﬁbh%’&ﬂ-’ﬂ“m
Beanett, who bad written several war
poems, to write some verses, and-be said ;

‘Why not wake a song  of the sweet bye |

and bye P

‘You writs the verses and I'll make the
music.’ Webster answered.

Turning to his desk Bennett hastily senb-
bled line after line, and in less than a balt
hour the verses were completed. He then
banded them to Webster, who raised his
violin just as two’frisnds entered. Not
waiting to greet them be drew. his bow
and without any hesitation played the
tune which sinca his bein sung by
millions. He basti'y jotted it down on
waste paper, and in less than ten minutes
from the time he began the composition
the four men were singing “The Sweet
Bye and Bye.” Thus originated the
words and music of & hymn whi :h bas given
consolation and hope to the whole Chris-
tian world. The characters in the drama
are few and bnmble, the surroundings most
s‘mple, the poor despondent musician, tte
young physician, twolfriends, and a com-
mon cffice in a Western town.

The compoeer, with his ipt songs
uuder his arm, sppeared in Chicago soon
afterward. He hoped and pected to sell

Ho went out to the office and preseatly
Mr. Healy called to me to give Mr. Whit-
temorea copy of the song. Nothing more
was thought of the matter until nearly a
year afterward, when we began to have
@ulls for ‘The Sweet Bye and Bye." I re-
member my ise the first time it was
asked for. A little schoolgirl, not more
thsn 12 or 15 yewsol/, camein very
timidly, evidently unused to “by
hereell,” and, standing off from the coun.

the mauscripts tor $25 each; this meant
$150 or 200 to take home. He went to
the music store of Root & Cady, who bad
made a fortune with “The Battle Cry -of
Freedom” and other war songs. They
examined his manuscripts and took all ex-
cept “The Sweet Bye and Bye.” That
they *‘did not tbink worth publishng.”
Poor Webster ! The song be had count-
ed upon was rejected ! He conld not go to
Higgins again, for Higgins had burt hus
feelings acd had refused to publish any
more of bis songs. He finally thought ot a
new firm of young men lately from Boston,
Lyon and Healy. They had treated him
courteously, though they had published
nothing of his. Thus he came to Lyon &
Healy's store, whera I was then in cbarge
of the retail department. Having known
bim for several years, I greeted bim warmly
and at once took him onat to Mr. Healy,
who gave him his immediats attention. I
remember 80 well the who'e attitude of the
man as he came iv and approached Mr.
Healy. He awakened a kcen s:nse of pity,
for he was as if he had lost a!l hope ; and I
think it was this feeling which moved Mr.
Healy, after listening to the song on the
pisro, to offer him $20 for it. This Webs-
ter  accepted, and scemed thankful
for, Little interest was shown toward
the sorg. Webster’s popularity - had
waned greatly and bad been overshadowed
by the enormous tuccess of George 'F.
Root’s war songs. Thus the composer of
“Little Maud” and “Lorens” was no long-
er sought and little attention given him.
After Webster had gone Mr. Healy turn-
the manscript of ths 82ng over to me, and
I played it asd bummed it with perfect
indifference, not to eay contempt, forits
simplicity offended the little knowledge I
bad acquired by studying Johnson's Har-
mony and Thorough Bass,” Mr. Healy
said with a sigh: !
