prominent part in the fight against

reciprocity, was in the city Saturday
on busine:

Well known as a civic reformer in
Montreal, before he entered parlia-
ment, Mr. Ames is regarded as one of
the most disinterested men in public
life, and having made a life long study
of political, economic and social prob-
lems his opinion on matters of public
policy is valuable.

In discussing the reciprocity ques-
tion with a Standard reprosunfuu\'o.
he adduced strong arguments agalnst
the adoption of the arrangement, and
pointed out various ways in which it
would injure the country.

“It is admitted on all hands,” he
sald, “that the National Policy, adopt-
ed in 1878, has worked for the develop-

~ ment of Canada. When the Liberals
yeame- inte. power they continued the

Policy, but with slight alters*ion, and
the tariff of 1897 differs little from its
predecessors.

“Of course protection is more or less
of an.artificial condition. It is de-
fensible only when all those who are
called upon to contribute can likewise
claim and receive the right to enjoy
its benefits,

No Protection for Farmers,

“These new proposals mean free
trade in natural products, If they are
adopted there will hereafter be no pro-
tection for the farmers of Canada on
what they sell. But as to what they
buy, they will purchase under pro-
tective conditions.

*“The home market is to be thrown
open to world-wide competition in
natural products, and naturally people

sk, “Will it stop there.

“In what way does protection now
benefit the farmers?” Mr. Ames was
asked.

“Well, by developing and reserving
a home market. A great many farm-
ers are benefitted in various ways.
Or why should so many of them be
such strong supporters of the Nation-
al policy?

“The Taft-Fielding arrangement
makes protection illogical and if it
goes into effect powerful forces with-
in and without will demand the aboli
tion of protection all along the line,
among them the farmer, fruit raiser,
hog raiser, who find themselves worst-
ed in competition with their American
neighbors,

“An officer of the National Grange
of the United States recently stated
that the agreement would mean the
end of protection so far as the farm-
er is concerned. Then the Grain
Growers of the Canadian West will
work for the abolition of the whole
policy under which the country has
prospered. Their organ recently sta
ted that they would be content with
nothing less than free agricultural im-
plements and general tariff reduction

Would Close Up Industries,

“How would the industrial workers
of Canada like to see free agricultur-
al implements and the British prefer-
ence increased 50 per cent?” contin-
ued Mr. Ames. “Heads of industrial
establishments will tell you that it
would close up half the establish-
ments in the land.

“As for the forces from without, it
i8 no secret that the American ne-
gotiators asked for a mutual free list
of manufactured articles, and they are
still in hopes of getting more. That
means that if the Americans have
their way the industrial interests of
Canada will be the next to suffer.”

“What do you think about the argu.
ment that Canada would be free to
abrogate the agreement at any time?”
the reporter asked.

Canada Stands to Lose.
“Well, in the mind of Congressman
MecCall, President Taft’s special re-
presentative who put the agreement
through the American House, the
chief recommendation of the agree-
#% ment seemed to be that it tended to-
wards a policy of unrestricted trade
between the two countries. Where
there is so much disparity in the size
of the contracting parties, the weak-
er stands to lose, and if our trade
relations became inseparably bound
up with our big neighbor we would
find it hard to withdraw without hurt.

Mayor Gaynor Astray In State-
ment That Gotham Is Most
Orderly Large City In World
—Magistrate Says Things.

New York, N. Y. April 2—A chal-
lenge to Mayor! fiaynor to substanti-
ate his clalms t, bt “New York is the
most orderly large city in the world,”
was issued this afternoon by Magis-
trate Joseph Corrigan, whose critic
ism of the police department, Mayor
Gaynor recently characterized as se-
ditious, The magistrate addressed a
luncheon givén by the city club to
which Mayor Gaynor, who had been
invited, sent his regrets in a character-
istic letter, defending himself and the
police,

“I have here a list of 312 all-around
crooks who can be found in various
resorts and on the streets,” sald Mag-
istrate Corrigan. “Also the names of
22 holdup men, 17 professional shop-
lifters, 12 confidénce men, 46 burglars,
and 544 badger womien, who were re-
cently seen on Broadway. I have here
the addresses also of gambling houses,
dope joints and information that one
man has refused to ‘“‘come across”
with $120 assessment this month for
protection for a stuss game on the
east side.”

The magistrate sandwiched be-
tween his general designation of var-
fous brands of criminals, the names
and_sddresges .of half, 2 Scoze efl. sl
leged lawbreakers known well to the
police department. These, he said,
were ‘plying thelr vocations unmolest-
ed and apparently without fear of in-
terference. He had been informed,
he declared, that 800 unlicensed sa-
loons were doing business in one sec-
tion of the city alone. He read police
statistics of arrests for 1909 and
1910 ghowing that arrests decreased
last year by 59,0 00 and declared that
this decrease was not due as the may-
or contends, to the practice of not
making arrests In trivial matters.

He concluded by saying that the
mayor had classed him with certain
magisirates who had been removed
from office. One of them, he said, had
been removed for perjury. If Mayor
Gaynor classed with perjury the of-
fence «f telling of conditions as they
are ,he defied the mayor to remove
him from office.

BAITAIN 15
FOR PEACE

Nine Hundred Meetings Held
Yesterday In Fabor Of Pro-
posed Arbitration Treaty
With United States.

London, April 2—The attitude of
the Imperial German chancellor, Dr.
Von Bethmann-Hlolweg has not damp-
ed British zeal for arbitration. The
projected demonstration to be held
in Albert Hall, has been abandoned,
in favor of a wider national .move-
ment. It took the form of nine hun-
dred meetings yesterday, and today
in all the cities of the kingdom.

Councils representing 10,000 evan-
gelical free churches adopted a reso-
lution in support of theproposed treaty
and welcoming the idea of American
churches observing April 2 as "Arbi-
tration Sunday.”’ Coples of this reso-
lution were forwarded to President
Taft and Sir Edward Grey, the Brit
ish foreign secretary. News that the
negotiation had actually begun was
received at these meetings with great
enthusiasm, Arbitration was the
theme of the sermons in most of the
churches azain today, and a great
peace demousiration was held at the
Whitefield's Tabernacle, where Lord
Coleridge presided. Augustin Birrell,
chief secretary for Ireland, was the
principal speaker. After quoting
“There is a great tide in the affairs
of men,” he said:

“Today there is a great
peace wave rolling across
lantie. It ought
flood.”

London, April 2.—Except ag an ad-
vertisement for their cause, the op-
position of the suffragettes to taking
the census of London tonight was ap-
parently a rather futile demonstration.
The midnight meetings, which it was
proposed to hold at Trafalgar Square
and Westminster with the object of
marching in procession to a skating
rink where the women were to
spend the night, proved a flasco.

Only about a score of suffragettes
appeared at either rendezvous. At the
skating rink there were exciting
scenes, through the enormous crowds
which had gathered to watch the pro-
ceedings. They blocked the entrances
and prevented the ingress of the suf-
ragettes, some of whom fainted in
the crush.

Ultimately a large force of police
was called out to clear the neighbor
hood. Many women spent the night
at the rink, but it is understood that
they were counted by the census
officials as they entered. A number
of well known women placed thei
residences in the west end at the dis-
posal of the suffragettes, who ar
sleeping on sofas, tables, and chairs
