London, Mar, 17.—A Sofia despatch
to the Exchange Telegraph Company
says: .

“The garrison at Adrianople has
offered to surrender on condition that
the Turkish soldiers are allowed the
honors of war and are permitted to
keep their arms.

“The Bulgariens have refused to
accept these gonditions.”

London, Mar. 17—The powers have
decided largely to ignore the extrav-
agant demands of the Balkan allies
and to consider their reply as amount-
ing to an agreement to accept the
proffered mediation. The powers, in
their reply to the allies, congratulat-
ing them- on agreeing 1o mediation,.
will propose that the frontier line be
drawn from Epos in the Sea of Mar-
mora to Midl all the territory to
the west of the proposed line with
the exception of Albania, going to the
allies.

The European nations will declare
that the question of an indemnity to
be paid by Turkey cannot be enter-
tained, and will remind the allies that
the question of Albania and of the
Aegean Islands remains in the hands
of ‘the powers for final settlement.
