To begin with,
twelve per cent 8. about twice the
present day madket value of money,
and ineffect the city is wsked to pay
six per-cent. which is the eutvent
figure of interest today, on twice the
amount the Government hes Iadl out
Besides this, there is also a rental
charge of $2 per hp, or another
$20,000, to be found by the city. This
twelve per cent. represents interest,
sinking ®ond and full replacement
charges of the whole plant, the life
of which is figured at twenty years.
Having got this twelve per cemnt for
twenty years, the Govermment will
renew the plant out of this money
provided by the oity, and the latter
will go on paying the same amount
annually for tem years mare, at the
ehd of which ¢time the proposed con-
traot calls for the city te remnew the
arrangement for a further period of

thinty years. It s not to de optional
with the city to remew, it fe to be
obligatory.

The Times may not consider such
a proposeition as the foregoing as one
"taking advantage of the city or try-
ing to make a profit at ite expemse,”
but it wilk etrike the average man
that is what the Governmeat is trying
to do:-:In twenty years the city will
have repald the Government the whole
of the cost of the installatfiom of the
entire plant, and will not own a single
particle of it; yet it is to be expeocted
to go on for forty years longer paying
interest, eta, on & plant that it has
already, bought and paid for. That
would be a pretty nice bargain for any
sane body of men to make. The
Times appears to have a curious con-
oception’ of things, when it makes the
assertions it does,

According to our contemperary, “the
only problem before the city fs that of
distribution.” Problem is right At
the present time our streets are about
as fully loaded with poles and wires
as is either convenient or sate. flo
put in another system involves string-
ing wires fifteen feet above the pres
ent power wires, or putting them in,
conduits underground. Another set of |
power wires above the present ones
would be most dangerous to the com-
munity; and the cost of putting them
in conduits wunderground would be
enormous. - Yet there are some people
who would go into this matter as
cheerfully amnd light-heartedly as
thoumgh the work was going to be done
for nothing. Moreover, when this dis-
tributing system js installed, are we
going to get any guarantee that the
specified power is td be always avail-
eble? ' The Government may contract
to supply a given quantity of power a
year. But the city does not want this
quantity of power a year, or a month
or week, and evem a day; it wants
it every hour. Will there be any
guarantee that it will get 1t?

THE MONTAGU EPISODE.

& seems to be felt in London that
the position of Lioyd George, shaken
by the publication of the note from
the Government of Indie, §s further
‘weakened by the energetic attack of
Mr. Montagu in & speech Satunday to
Cambridge Liberals. Released by hie
resigoation of the India Office from
any obligation to the Prime Minister
or to the Coalition, he hit back at
both with vigor and an aenimosity
which under the circumstances is not
diffieult to understand.

To defend himself from the charge
of having violated “Cabinet soMdarity”
in authorizing the publication of the
message from India, he revealed the
fact that he had shown the message
to the members of the Cabinet on
Friday, March 3, and did not authorize
prblication until the next day. On
Monday there was a meeting of the
Cabmet at which he told the Forelgn
Secretary, Lord Curmon, that publioa-
tion had been authorizsed. There was
stil ample time to stop publication,
but no such action wes taken, and in
the evening Lord Curzon wrote to
Montegu a letter of compladint.

But while the counteroffensive of
the retiring Seoretary for India was
directed primazily against Lord
Curzon, the Prime Minister came in
for his full share of knocks, Coming
from the Prime Minister, he said, the
charge of violating collective responsi-

ibillly was grotesque, and he went

straight back to 1916 when Lioyd
George was attacking the Cabinet of
which he wus a member and Mr.
Asquith, who was his chlef. He might
have very well have gone on to re-
view later history when Lloyd George
ez Prime Minister was eaying one
thing and Winston Churchiil, as
Secretary for War, was saying just
the opposite. Lioyd George has been
called a diotator, while Mr. Asquith
was criticized for driving too slack a
rein, but there hes been no more
solidarity in the ome case than in the
other. Resort to this Idoctrine he
called a subterfuge; the case was
reafly that to get the support of the
“die-hards” Lioyd George had “present-
ed that which they so long desired,
my head upon e charger.”

The issue is by no means clearcut,
for the pro-Greek policy of which Mr,
Montagu accused the Prime Minister
has alwo been the policy of most
British Liberals, who inherit it from
Gladstone. On the other hand Mr.
Montagu, who is & Liberal, is also a
Jew and it may not be wholly a co-
inctdence that on this question he
stands with Disreell, whose policy n
the Near Hast was often ascribed to
race. But Mr. Montegu approaches
the problem from & very different
point and there can be no question of
kis sinocerity in thinking the situation
n Indla extremely grave, and a Xkind-
Her treatment of Islam essential.
Moreover, it is dificult for even the
Literals who have held most devoutly
to Gladstone's “bag and baggage’
dootrine, to fesl very enthusiastic for
the unjust and mercenary exploitation
of the Turkish Empire which has
actually been effected. Thus in leav-
ing a camp divided against itself the
retiring Secretary finds himself in a
camp almost as badly divided, yet
quite ready to welcome him as an ally
ageinst the Lioyd George coalition.

NO WATER TO OPERATE
CHIPPAWA

(Financial Post.)

A prominent American electrical en-
gineer who writes the editor of the
Financial Post that he has “been very
much interested in your splendid ar
ticles relative to the cost of power to
be expected from the new Chippawa-
Queenston development” which he
has persvnally studied, submits the
following question for consideration:

“Do you think that your readers yet
fully understand that for each two
horsepower developed at Chippawa,
about one horsepower must be sub-
tracted from the output of already
operating stations; that is to say, if
the output at Chippawa is 100,000
horsepower, either the Ontario Power
plant or the Electrical Development
Company plant, or both together, must
drop off some 50,000 horsepower, with
little reduction in operating expenses
and certainly without reduction In
fixed charges. That would, of course,
introduce another and perhaps not
genenally understood factor imto com-
putations of cost of power from Chip-
pawa., Net i{norease of power on the
system, not merely the output taken
from any one plant, is the interesting
tactor,

“The recent report of United States
Government Engineers on Niagarg ai-
versions lists total diversions in Can-
ada as "at least” 35,435 cupic feet per
second, which is practically the 36,000
cubic feet per second Mmit to which
Canada is entitled under the treaty.

“Do you suppose the Commission
intends to divert additional water to
Chippawa dn violation of the existing
treaty ?”

This is one of the most important
problems in conmection with Chippa
wa. As the Financial Post has pre
viously emphasided, Sir Adam Beck,
with his usual optimistic disregard of
the future has planged the province
into the expenditure of millions on &
power project with utter disregand to
the eventual cost of power and evi-
dently without even arranging a sup-
ply of water to operate it.

On the strength of the above state-
ment the Financial Post would again
point out that to operate Chippawa
will mean the closing down of efficient
developments which are producing
power for a fraction of what all figures
indicate that Chippawa must cost
either to power consumers or to the
taxpayers,

This is only another phass of the
Chippawa undertaking which should
recelve attention in a thorough in-
quiry—an inquiry which has been
shown to be impematively necessary by
the revelations of flagrant disregard
of expert engineering advice and the
appalling discrepancies between esti.
mates and expenditures - which have
culminated in the resignation of Lt.
Colonel, the Hon. D. Carmichael,
