$200,000 for Additional

Dredging Work

Ottawa, April 19—In the suppiementary
estimates, brought down tonight, there are
items of $200,000 for additional dredging
in St. John narbor, and $150,000 for a
dredge, also a revote of $5,000 for the
Champlain monument fund.

At the afternoon session of the
house, Mr. Oliver proceeded to read
from the memorial of the Frank
Board of Trade to show that the shortage
of fuel during the Lethbridge strike was
caused by the failure on the part of the
railwvay companies to provide cars and
railway facilities to handle the coal. The

| strike had no bearing on the matter, it

was purely a question of transportation.

Mr. Boz‘del}-—[s there no way of storing
the coal?

Mr. Oliver—The coal is sold at a price
which would not permit of its beiag re-
loadad.

Mr. Foster said that the government
should force the railway companies to give
transportation facilities. The people
should put in their coal in the summer
time.

Fielding Denies Some Reports.

Mr. Ficlding said that the discussion
would have a beneficial effect. He wanted
to refer to the question of the strike and
transportation facilities. In regard to the
strike there were a variety of suggestions
in the telegrams read in the house. Some
of them were of a war-like character. One
board of trade wsaid that the government
should take possession of the mines and
operate them, but that would not grant
immediate relief. There would be labor
disputes under the government as well as
under 'a private company. Another board
of trade said that Canadian labor unions
should be divorced from American. There
would be many difficuities in doing that.

| Tt would be an interferdnce with indi-

vidual liberty. If legislation of that kind
were passed it would hardly be confined
to labor unions. There were benevolent
organizations oa both sides of the line. A
telegram in the morning papers suggested
the calling out of the militia. It would
be a misfortune to call out the troops at
the first stage of a conciliatory 1heasure
such as the labor disputes was. But that
telegram was incorrect and untrus, al-
though designed for some improper pur-
pose. The department of labor received
no such telegram.

Then there was a statement that Mr.
Sherman characterized the act as a farce.
The government had been urged to arrest
him. The government had no thought of
doing such a thing. It would be the
worst possible way of dealing with the
matter. So that all the suggestions have
been in the direction of coercion and not
coaciliation. He had every reason to be-
lieve that the work of conciliation would
be successful when MacKenzie King ar-
rived at Fernie on Tuesday mext. Mr.
Lewis, of Minneapolis,: vice-president of
the American organization, was also going
to Fernie with instructions from John
Mitchell to prevent a strike until such
time as there had been an investigation.
Out of the ten companies, seven had al-
ready declared for conciliatioa.

Mr. Fielding next took up transporta-
tion- question, saying that everything the
government had done in the way of press-
ing upon the different companies the
necessity of meeting the situation. In this
connection he read a long letter from Mr.
