A few dnys ago'Mr. Frank H. Sunondl
retumed “from Verdun to New York,
saturated dpparently with that section
of French opinion which complains: bit«
terly that Great Britain has always Deen
too late and hu not . yet accomplished
half enongx in the land fighting. Mr,
Simonds, in his reviews of the war situ~
ation from 1914.down to the present
day, has been ‘a steady supporter of the
Allied causes.and a firm beliéver. in Al-
lied: victory, and while his criticisms. of
the British' now are bitter, "they will
serve to help us understand what some
neutral observers are saying, what some
of the peoplé in ‘France are saying, and
how difficult it is for an outsider, even
after a visit to .the western fromt, to
nndentand what Great Britain has really
done in this war. After paying an elo-
quent tribute to the work of the French
at Verdan, a.nd ‘to the universal deter-
mination of the French nation to pay for
victory and continued national existence
by the most prodigal expenditure of
blodd and treasuve, Mr. Simonds charges
Britain with the very faults which Mr.
