DERBY DAY. was a sea of heads ; and I am sure a 

more doue, motley, or better natured 
crowd never assembled on this Ely sin n 
field of sport. Tile time made by Dou­
ces ter, Vie winning horse, on the three- 
mile course, was 2.50—not quite so good 
as in some previous years. But, except 
ing those who lost—and there are min­
ors of losses by young nobles as ruinons 
. s those of the “Hastings era”—the 
victory was a most popular one. In the 
fl -st place, Doncaster is a home thorough 
.red, and comes from the “horsiest” of 

all English Counties, Yorkshire ; and is 
owned by a gentleman who is univers­
ally lii ed on the turf. It is a noteworthy 
fact that Mr. Joseph Merry, who is tills 
year's victor, is a great Scottish iron 
master. “Trade” has invaded the tra­
ditional sporting ground of the nobility 
and gentry. It is only within half a 
century that great manufacturers have 
b gin to set up in aristocratic manners- 
i ml habits, and have begun to rival the 
old nobility in manor-houses, field sports, 
soei. ty and the turf; and it shows the 
progress of the age that these two classes 
—the representatives of family and tra­
dition, and the representatives of wealth 
attained by individual industry —are 
mingling more freely than of old, alike 
in the drawing room, the politicalarena and 
the national ]. a times. J. ha Bright and 
W. E. Forster, have been tue guests of 
royalty at Osborne and Windsor; and 
although the Marquis of Salisbury nud a 
few of the haughiie t peers, will uot re­
ceive eve a so illustrious a commoner tu 
Benjamin Disraeli under their roofs, the 
whole tendency in England is towards 
gradually obliterating hard and fast so­
cial frontiers. Mr. Merry has long been 
famous for his stud on the 
turf, and has won some time or 
other on every famous race course ; some 
of ids horses are among the most cele­
brated in the kingdom. Once before has 
he carried off the blue ribbon of Epsom 
Downs, in 1860, when his “ Thormnndy” 
came in a spanking first ; he has also won 
at the St. Léger and the Oaks, at Don­
caster, Chester and Ascot ; while he has 
twice come out second best, and twice 
third best in previous Derbys. Against 
him this time were horses belonging to 
Lords Aylesford, Falmouth and Lonsdile, 
tiic Count de Juigne and Count Renard, 
the latter emulous of “ Gladiateur'»” 
triumph.

Once more the prophets are nonplussed, 
the famous jockeys “jockeyed,” and for­
tunes have been lost and won by a sur­
prise.
