CANDLES NO LONGER MADE LA. 
BORIOUSLY.

The wick is to the candle what the 

burner is to gas, says a recent trade 
bulletin. In the manufacture of 
candles the wick has always received 
considerable attention. This was true 
before the year 1820, when the wick 
was made of twisted cotton yarn. With 
this type of wick the charred and glow­
ing end required the services of a 
snuffer. Braided or plaited wicks were 
introduced about 1825, and the snuffer 
became an ornamental accessory, as it 
was no longer a necessity.

The wick is soaked in a solution of 
certain chemicals, ammonium phos­
phate, potassium chloride and sal am­
moniac being among those used. The 
object is to prevent the wick from 
smoking, and also to retard the com­
bustion of the cotton. The molding ma­
chine is merely a development of the 
idea of the old candle mold which at 
one time formed part of the regular 
equipment of every household, in the 
days when candles, like soap, were made 
at home. The modern molding ma­
chine consists of a series of molds in 
a bath of water. Each mold receives 
a wick and is filled with the molten 
candle material.

In the regulation of the temperature 
of the water in the bath during the 
process lies the secret of the art of 
making candles. When sufficiently get 
the candles are mechanically expelled 
from the molds by machinery on the 
piston principle, a series of pistons ris­
ing up and lifting the candles out.

Denies the Charge.
Before the orders of the day were 

called, R. R. Hall referred to what he 
declared purported to be an Illustrated 
statement in a local newspaper. This 
was In connection with the proceedings1 
before the public accounts committee| 
yesterday, and the member for Parry| 
Sound took exception to the words be-| 
low his photographs that he had ac­
knowledged that his charges concerning 
game wardens and overseers had 
"broken down."

“I deny that charge,” said Mr. Hall. 
"I certainly did not break down. I 
proved everything I stated in my speech 
to have been correct.”

“I am not protesting against the of­
ficials in the north country,” continued 
Mr. Hall, "but against the vile and 
vicious system under which they are 
forced to work.”

Supports Mr. Hall.
Major J. C. Tolmie, Windsor, thought 

they owed a debt of gratitude to the 
member for Parry Sound. There had 
been evidently a considerable amount 
of dissatisfaction in the member’s dis­
trict, criticism of the way in which the 
department work had been carried on, 
and the way in which fines had been 
collected. He (Major Tolmie) was glad 
to be able to give testimony that in 
every case before the public accounts 
committee the overseers or inspectors 
were able to produce certificates show­
ing the amount of money they had re­
ceived had been sent to the depart­
ment. There was a certain custom by 
which, when a man was caught red- 
handed, the overseer or inspector took 
a tender from him for a certain amount 
of money. The evidence showed in every 
case the amount of the tender that the 
overseed accepted was the amount that 
the department in Toronto settled for, 
with one exception. While that was so, 
the system seemed unsatisfactory.

Hon. Harry Mills, minister of mines, 
stated that he did not intend to discus 
the charges until the stenographic re­
port of yesterday’s investigation was 
available. Mr. Mills added, however, 
that he entirely disagreed with some 
of the statements which Mr. Hall had 
made, and he stated that the member 
for Parry Sound had failed to substan­
tiate certain charges which he had 
made against the administration of the 
game and fisheries branch._____________

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Toronto, March 17.—The Government’s 

proposal to increase taxation on mines, 
and, incidentally, all proposals for In­
creased taxation, were subjected to 
severe criticism in the Ontario Legisla­
ture today when the House came to 
consider the bill on second reading.

During the discussion Dr. H. A. Stev­
enson, Labor member for London, drew 
attention to a condition where the arts 
were using up annually more gold than 
was being produced. He advocated Gov­
ernment control of the gold mines of 
the province and a doling out to the 
arts of such allotments of gold as could 
be spared without setting the precious 
metal at a premium.

Four Per Cent Tax.
According to the bill which Hon. 

Harry Mills introduced, mines, other 
than nickel and copper, are to bear a 
four per cent tax on production over 
$10,000 and up to $1,000,000 per annum, 
and seven per cent over $1,000,000; nickel 
and copper mines are to bear five per 
cent on production between $10,000 and 
$1,000,000 and seven per cent on pro­
duction over the million-dollar mark.

H. H. Dewart, Liberal leader, said he 
could not allow the bill to pass without 
a protest. Surely, he declared, the argu­
ments against Increasing taxation on 
necessary precious metals are greater 
today than during the war. If the exi­
gencies of the Government were so 
great as to make it necessary to single 
out certain industries for taxation, it 
was time the Government faced the al­
ternative of direct taxation at once. 
He demanded a "showdown” from the 
Government as to the financial position 
of the province.

Hon. Harry Mills’, minister of mines, 
vigorously refuted the arguments of 
Liberal and Conservative members that 
the mining industry of Ontario would 
be injured by the additional tax.

Favors Magistrates.
In a report which Hon. W. E. Raney, 

attorney-general, tabled this afternoon 
the public service commission, of which 
W. D. Gregory is chairman, favors the 
idea of magistrates and not coroners 
conducting inquests. The commission 
expresses the opinion that the fee sys­
tem "tends to encourage multiplication 
of Inquests and post-mortem examina­
tion.”

Another cause that tends to make 
inquests so numerous, in the commis­
sion's opinion, is the large number of 
coroners.

The recommendations of the commis­
sion are as follows:

(1) That except in the counties of 
York and Wentworth the preliminary 
investigation in cases where it appears 
advisable to hold an inquest shall be 
conducted by an associate coroner, who 
should be a medical practitioner.

(2) That this official shall report the 
result of his inquiry to the crown at­
torney who, if he considers an inquest 
necessary, shall notify the district 
magistrate or police magistrate, whose 
duty it shall be forthwith to hold an 
Inquest.

A Chief Coroner.
(3) That in York and Wentworth 

Counties (including Toronto and Ham­
ilton) there shall be a chief associate 
coroner, with six or eight associate 
coroners in York County, and four or 
less in Wentworth, and that the in­
quiry shall be conducted by the chief 
associate coroner or an associate 
coroner designated by him, who shall 
report to the crown attorney, who, if 
he considers an inquest necessary shall 
notify the magistrate in the district in 
which the accident or misadventure 
happened, and that magistrate shall 
then hold an inquest.

(4) That an autopsy, as a general 
rule, shall be performed by the chief 
associate coroner, but that there shall 
be no autopsy without authorization of 
the crown attorney.

(5) That the provisions of the ex­
isting statute authorizing coroners, 
with the consent of the crown attorney, 
to dispense with a jury shall he ex­
tended and made to apply to the whole 
province.

Would Pay Witnesses.
(6) That all witnesses at coroners’ 

inquiries shall be paid witness fees and 
mileage, and that the amount that 
each witness shall receive shall be 
certified to by the magistrate conduct­
ing the inquest and by the crown at­
torney.

(7) That every Inquest shall be held 
in the county or district where the ac­
cident or misadventure happened.

(8) That greater care be taken in 
the selection of judymen, who should 
be citizens of character, Intelligence 
and good standing.

(9) That where an inquest is con­
ducted by a magistrate anyone under 
suspicion or otherwise directly inter­
ested in the proceedings at the inquest 
shall have the right to be heard and to 
question witnesses.
