SAYS ESTIMATES
ARE ‘FAR BELOW’

McGill Professor Says Hydro-
Radial Figures Under
Other Roads.

TORONTO, March 1.—Dr. R. A. Herdt
of Montreal, professor of electrical en-
gineering at McGill University, was
called this afternoon as a witness in
the inquiry being conducted by a royal
coramission into the feasibility of the
Ontaris Hydro-Electric Power Commis-
sion’s radial railway schemes, Dr. Herdt
being a witness for the municipalities
opposed to the radial railway projects,
for which R. S. Robertson is counsel.

Dr. Herdt said the big scheme as a
whole had been partially lost sight of
because the estimates had been made
up in sections, and did not provide for
ccnnections.

Dr, Herdt said he had spent three
weeks with a large staff getting evl-
dence on the St. Catharines-Toronto
ling. The estimates on operation on
this line were ‘‘far below’’ other roads,
Dr. Herdt sald. The estimate was
26.85c per car mile, while the Washing-
ton-Balfimore line was 32.4c. “It is
quite an advantage to have cheap
oower,” Dr. Herdt sald, ‘“but it is only
about 5c ‘per car mile on operating ex-
penses.”

As to the hydro commission’s esti-
mates of the earnings of the Toronto
Eastern Ralilway, Dr. Herdt said they
were too optimistic. The earnings,
which he so characterized were $27,-
154 per mile in 1925, and $35,000 in 1930.

GREEKS REFUSE
CHANGE IN PACT

National Assembly Votes
Against Revising Sevres
Treaty.

ATHENS, Feb, 28.—Greece cannot
accept revision of the treaty of Sevres,
which she declares represents the mini-
mum compensation for her sacrifices in
the war and efforts to establish peace
in the Near East.

This was the substance of a resolu-
tion unanimously adopted by the Na-
tional Assembly tonight, and which will
be telegraphed the Greek delegation in
London for presentation to the Allles.
