“I'm hoping to make this a
good example of what a yearbook
should be,” says Kenneth De
Freitas is certain, however, that
there will be a color picture of
the campus on the front and
back liners, and at least a few
pages of color inside the book.

This year a section will be
included on the 1972 Convoca-
tion. Although De Freitas has
had some difficulty in gathering
material for it, he feels that it
should be included and that in
coming years it will be larger,
since more graduates will know

about it, and contribute to it.

A section on the activities of
each residence will also be in-
cluded.

This year the yearbook will
be dedicated to Dean Robert
Love, who was Dean of Education
until he retired last year, and
to Dr. Beverley Macaulay, Vice-
President of Administration, who
will be retiring this year.

Each section of the yearbook;
such as, Sports, Winter Carnival,
etcetera will be listed in an index
to make them easy to find.

included, etcetera to decrease its
price and increase sales. Sales
remained constant with those of
other years, however, so this year
the price will be five dollars,
prepaid, nad eight dollars for
those who wait until the books
have been printed.

De Freitas guarantees that last
year's mix up of names and pic-
tures will not recur.

He also guarantees that the
yearbooks will be available at
registration. This has not happen-
ed in many years.

De Freitas feels that much of
the criticism of last year’s year-
book was justified, and encour-
ages anyone who has suggestions
for this year’s book, to get in
touch with him.

He feels that last year many
of the faults of the yearbook were
the result of the editor trying
to do too much. This year a
large staff is working on the book.
This not only brings in many
ideas, but also trains students who

can work on the yearbook in

future years,

All teams, clubs, organizations,
and groups of any kind which
are active on. campus, are en-
couraged to send in a write-up
and photographs of their activities
during the year,

De Freitas also encourages stu-
dents to submit pictures of cam-
pus life in general. If there are
not too many pictures of one
subject, if the quality of the
photograph is good, and if they
are not indecent, all pictures will
be used.

De Freitas is now preparing
terms of reference for the year-
book editor. When passed by the
SRC, these would limit future
editors to using red and black as
the colors of the cover, to using
“Up The Hill’ as the name of
the yearbook, etcetera. These
could only be changed by fut-
ure SRC’s.
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He is trying to determine if
the graduates would like their
addresses as well as their names
printed with tk ..r pictures.

De Freitas also asks anyone
who would like their name print-
ed on the cover of their yearbook,

to get in contact with him. The
cost' will be about fifty cents, if

the response is great enough.

To date about twenty percent
fo the graduates-have aot sub-
mitted their photographs. The
deadline has been extended to
Jan. 31, and arrangements have
been made with both Fredericton
studio’s to have the pictures de-
livered to the yearbook office as
soon as they are taken.

Due to possible difficulties
With appointments, De Freitas is
willing to wait until Feb. 15
to receive the pictures. After that
date pictures will not be included
in the yearbook under any cir-
cumstances.
