Listening to Lacy is really like learning the possibilities
of the instrument. From guttural grunts and barn-yard
honkings to voice-like textures, Lacy’s playing always
speaks to the listener. Although inexperienced avant-
garde musicians tend to use such extra-musical sounds
for mere effect, Lacy approaches each new texture and
sound musically and melodically, often with humorous
results.

Where Lacy manages to get a great range of textures,
altoist Potts tended towards the gruffer side of things.
Potts favors technical trips, punctuated by the occasional
blunt outburst from his lower registers. No doubt
influenced by Anthony Braxton, Potts’ sound is
amazingly piercing in quality.

Lacy and company came to York on extremely short
notice, and as a consequence, the show was too sparsely
