
assessment rolls are entitled to vote) wives of 
voters in school districts have the right to vote for 
and to serve as School Trustees without having to 
possess separate property or income of their own. 
This latter school franchise is therefore the only 
one in Canada which gives mothers, as mothers, 
the right to control the education of their children. 
In all other- parts of the Dominion, though some 
mothers are allowed to vote on school matters, they 
have this privilege not on account of being mothers, 
but on account of being property owners, and 
motherhood in itself does not carry this privilege.

Women who are duly qualified to vote for the 
Board of Education according to the various Pro­
vincial laws are eligible for office on School Boards 
in all Provinces except Quebec.
