TOWNSHIP OF SHEFFIELD.

The township of Sheffield lies in Addington, and is bounded on the 
north by the townships of Kaladar and Kennebec, county of Fronte­
nac ; on the east by the township of Ilinchinbrooke, county of Fronte­
nac ; on the south by the township of Camden East ; and on the west 
by the township of llungerford, county of Hastings. The first settle­
ment was made about the year 1820, and in 1842, it contained 1334 
inhabitants, which had increased, in 1861, to 2925. The face of the
