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The only organization of the Church in the Diocese, is the 
Church Society, of which this Parish is a Branch ; the
objects being through it :

1st.—The supporting of Missionaries and Catechists in the destitute 
portion of this vast Diocese.

2nd.—To distribute at a low price the Holy Bible, the Book of Com. 
mon Prayer, and sound religious tracts ; and where the people are too 
poor to purchase them, by a free grant.

3rd.—To provide annuities for the widows and orphans of Missionaries 
whoso incomes have been inadequate to provide for their families.

4th.—To assist young men who are studying for the ministry, by 
founding Scholarships, &c., in the University of Trintfy College.

5th—To contribute towards the building of Churches, &c., in destitute 
places.
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
