A special feature of the order i3 that the Re
serve KFund is the property of all members, no
matter whether they have been in one day or
twenty years, and each new member's share of
the Reserve Fund is more than the cost ot his
admission to the order.

Gertrude Finn, aged twenty-one years, one
month and three days, eldest daughter of the
late James Finn, ot the city of Ottawa, and
Mrs. John Sunstram now of Lacloche, Ont
On Sunday morning, 28th November, at 0:30 a,
m., at Lacloche, her happy soul parted from its
earthly tenement to appear before the Great
Judge of the living and the dead. She passed
peacefully and trustingly away with an an-
doubting faith and a hope as an anchor of the
soul securely placed — having had an early
Christian education at the Sacred Heart Con -
vent, and at St. Joseph’s church in the city of
Ottawa, which brightened as her years ad
vanced—her lingering iliness only further em
bued her with an nest Christian spirit
which was beautified with patience and resig
ation ; for her, death had no sting, for a voice
from Heaven had said, Kight blessed are the
dead who die in the Lord, from henceforth now
saith the Spirit that they rest from their lab
ors, for their works follow them.
On Monday morning the deceased’'s step-
father, Mr. John Sunstrum left Lacloche for
Ottawa with her earthly remains, enclosed in a
handsome casket ; at Massey station they were
talken 1nto the church and High Mass was cele
brated by Rev. Father Lafebre, who also gave
a beautitul and instructive lessonon dzath. avd
immediately atter death the judgment. From
Massey Station her remains were taken by
train to Ottawa, accompanied by her step
father, where they were met by her grand-
father, Mr. William Cross and her uncle, Mr
8. Cross, and friends ot the deceased, and taken
to her grandfather's home ou Walter street,
where they remained in state until 3 p m., Dec.
1st, from thence to 8t Joseph’s church, where
the tuneral service was conducted, Rev, Father
Constantineau officiating. From thence her re-
mains were followed by a large number of
friends and acquaintances, and laid away in
the family plot in Notre Dame cemetery. The
pall bearers were Mr. P. Connolly, Mr. J,
Chisholm, Mr, P. Hickey, Mr. P> Graham,
Mr. W. J. Kane and Mr. R. Ed
monson.

Rev. Josern ReppiN, ToroNTO,

Died, at St. Patrick's presbytery, Gore of
Toronto, on 7th ult., after a paintul illness,
borne with heroice fortitude and holy resigna
tion to the will of God, fortified with'the
ments of our holy Chureh, the Rev
Reddin, in the thirty fourth year of his age.

Tue subject of this briet memoir was born in
Pickering, on the feast of Our Lady of Mount
Carmel, July 16, 151, of pirus and exemplary
parents, whose collateral nranches, in the land
of their birth has given to the Church of God,
eminents prelates and Doctors ; the Right Rev,
Deo Murpby, Bishop Aydrabad, India; the
late Very Rev. D. Murphy, D. D. V. F , Kin-
sale diocese, Cork ; the late Right Rev. T.
O'Mabony, Bishop of Eudocia, and pastor of
St Paul's Toronto: and the present Right
Right Denis O'Connor, D. D, Bishop of Lon
don, Ont., all cousins of the deceased young
priest. Having received the rudiments of his
early education in nis native parish, he entered
St. Michael's college, and here after pursuing
his classical and mathematical studies with
honor leared himself to all those with whom
he associated in his alma mater. He pursued a
course of the higher matheomatics in the Uai
versity of Torouto. Having completed his
course he entered the Gravd Seminary of Mon
treal,where he completed his theological studies
and was ordained priest by Archbishop Walsh
at St Basil's, S¢ptember, 1801,

On arriving in his native archdiocese he was
appointed to his first curacy, St. 'aul's, Tor
onto, where, by his virtues and saintly life. as
well as by hisg eloquence as a pulpit orator, he
won the aflection, esteem and love of his flock.

T 1865 he w8 appointed parish priest of Tor:
onto Gore, where he continued till his death,
edifying all those who cam: to know him by

the sanctity ot his life, and by his indefatigable
zeal, He preached Jesus Christ yesterday, to-
day and forever.

But the young priest’s live was, alag ! draw-

ing to a close. A severe cold contracted some
few years ago, settled on his lungs to which he
finally succumbed, after having plucked the
sting from death and victory from the grave.
His fuperal obsequies commenced in St
Patrick’'s, Gore of Toronto, where Requiem
Mass wasoffered, and at the solicitation of his
late confrere, Rev. Father Hand P., his re-
mains were brought to St. Paul's, Toronto, Sun-
day, the 25th, where Vespers for the dead were
