The * Princess Pats” saw much heavy
fighting with the 80th British Brigade, until November, 1915, when they
became a unit of the Canadian Corps, joining the newly formed 7th
Canadian Infantry Brigade. Since that time they have taken part in
all the principal actions on the Western Front in whiech the Canadians
have been engaged.
