Mr. Jas. Buckley, Customs’ broker, 
had two letters from his brother John, 
who left here in “D” Co’y. The first 
letter dated Nov. 29th. was written 
from an hospitalship at Mudros, and 
in it he says that while in the tren­
ches at Gallipoli he received a chill 
which was later complicated by Jaun­
dice and he was a pretty sick lad 
when writing, but as he is a good 
stocky chap and takes the matter as 
all the “Tommies” do philisophically, 
he says he will pull through O.K. 
He says the deaths of so many com­
rades affected all but did not daunt 
them, and he like the other boys who 
are ill, are impatient to recover and 
get back to the fighting line.

In his second letter he writes from 
Kasrel Ai ni Hospital, Cairo, with sev­
eral others of Ours where they get 
the best of treatment with plenty of 
the best nourishment and kindest at­
tention from doctors and nurses. All 
the boys with him are cheerful.

Jack who is a nephew of Mr. T. D. 
Carew of The Mail and Advocate, ask­
ed to be remembered to all friends, 
including Mr. Ml. O’Regan, with whom
he served as butcher.

He wrote from Fort Manoel Hospital 
Malta and says he is getting gradually 
better, and looked forward to getting 
back to the firing line in three weeks.

Charlie Martin, is in Malta wounded 
and he intended going to see him. He 
said Bob Hickey and Geo. Delehaunty 
two Barter’s Hill chums, were well 
when he left the trenches. He sends 
greetings to his friends here, and 
love to his wife and little boy.
