I'WO GUNS IN FRONT TRENCH.

On the 15th two of my guns were
put in the front trench with the in-
fantry. Automobile tires were tied
on the gun wheels and the harness
was bound with rags to prevent the
_lick of the chains being heard, and
the guns were put in behind the fore-
nost parapet, 90 yards from the Ger-
man trenches. An officer was told off
to each gun with five men and 150
rounds of ammunition. Fifteen min-
stes before the infantry assault the
sandbags were torn down, unmask-
ing my guns, and they opened an in-
tense fire at point blank range. They
smashed the enemy’s parapet, blew
rhree machine guns to pieces, and
swept all the barbed-wire entangle-
ments from the German trenches.
T'hen our infantry assaulted.

-GUNNERS KILLED

Subsequently our infantry had to
return through no fault of their, for
they captured three successive lines
of trenches, but my guns were there
unprotected by any parapet, a stark
target for the enemy at close range.
The guns had been specially armor-
ed with plates made of Gillette razor
steel, but a German shell struck one
gun, blew part of the shield off it,

wrecked the gun and killed two of
the “guntiers:*Li1edr. Craig’ and Lieut.
Kelly and a gunner were wounded. |
One of the limbers also was smashed.
As I never~had: expected to see any
of them alive again, what was left
wzs all to the good.

COURAGE AVAILED NOT.

Human
ourage is of no avail against swarms
of machine guns, an infinite supply of
and-bombs and high explosive shells
sf a power never before experienced
1 warfare. For instance, the special-
y-made tool armor put on my for-
ward guns resisted rifle bullets fired
t point-blank range as if they were
eas, but the smallest fragments of
the German high-explosive shell went
hrough them as if they were tissue
aper,

We could not extricate our two
zuns that night because of the glut
{ dead and wounded in the {front
trenches., At dawn I went forward to
see what could be done. It was
foggy. One gun was smashed beyond
repair, but the other, “Old Jake,” as
the gunners affectionately call it
was standing up in full view of the
Germans as the mist began to lift, If
eft there it was certain to be smash-
d to pieces as soon as the enemy’s
rtillery could see it. I had to call
n tht infantry for a working party
to drig it under cover of the parapet.

Austrian war—that of the Isonzo
River--- appears to be nearing its cul-
minating phase. A general assault is
at this moment going forward all
along a seventy-five mile front from
Tarvis to the Adriatic shores,

In the northern district, from Mal-
borghet to Caporetto, the giant task
has been.confined chiefly to the bigger
artillery. There, as well as in the
central tract down to Gorizia, the
Przemysl of Isonzo, greater progress
has already been realized than I am
permitted to specify.

At @ number of points the Italians
have cleared a way thoroughly for a
rapid and decisive advance, but such
partial and isolated forward move-
ments are being wisely withheld, lest
they should lead to the formation of
insecure salients, which, without im-
mediate support on either side, could
not perhaps, be held fast and at a
heavy sacrifice of life, The most pro-
nounced Italian advance is lower
down on the Carso plateau, east of
Sagrado; Here the bloody onslaught
lasted the whole day on Monday, dur-
