of the eelL Will you allow me to suggest 
to your readers, that rows of ersryreens 
planted along the north or exposed side* 
of a farm, form the beet wind-brake. 
That in nine or ten years, a farm so pro­
tected, will readily sell for in many oases, 
thousands of dollars more thsn one 
which ■ not | and that after the 16th of 
June, that ia, just wb* the buds are 
commencing to burst is the time to plant 
them. (After that, the first week in 
August, choose small trees. ) Cedars or 
spruces will transplant more readily than 
pine, hating a greater <|U*ntity of fine 
roots, hut with care, either can be suc­
cessfully transplanted. The roots should 
not be exposed to the sun for even a min-, 
me ; the resin hardens and closes the 
tubes. The ground should be mulched 
and the lower branches let grow to shade 
it. Cedars and spruces like damp—not 
wet—ground, therefore plant them close 
in the row two or three feet,or closer for 
cedar, hedges. Pines do with dri^r soil, 
twelve feet I hare known them do well 
at ; bet should rather plant them closer, 
and thin out when desired. Any toler­
ably fertile soil answers ; pines do oa 
poor soil, but not so well.

There ia another thing—a preparation 
to plant—not a planting - which may 
well be done in June. If then you go to 
the bash, select young trees, and with a 
share spade, cut a circle about them, say 
eight inches from the stem, if little, but 
a top root, cut it a f-et deep, and leave 
it till fallf by that time summer growth 
will have started route Inside the circle, 
and the young tree properly lifted with a 
spade, Will some up a mass of earth and 
routa which will cling together, end 
generally without fail. In the meantime 
mark tke tree to know it,and te know its 
sooth aide. Then in the fall if you take 
all tke earth too can, plant at oace after 

'lag and fill op with soft earth, not 
chunks, and mulch afterwards 

Most trees will grow if miee and cattle 
can be kept away. This I bar* known 
excellent with maples, but they will 
transplant without it. If the transplant­
ing hues the bosh of the hard-wooded 
trees, which are difficult of transplanting, 
owing to their having few roots, be tried 
with this method, much greater success 
may be enpeeSad than without.

Could we see this iaU a good many 
plantations of seme acres set out with 
care, say four-last apart, it would soon 
be found an exsell sat investment. Good 
timber of all sect* growing scarce and 
dear, and in gen years he who plante 
successfully new wfll he fortunate. True 
—it will not be fit to cut then, but will 
sell fur a good figure to thoee who are

The market price of baleen is exeeed- 
le, oepemingly variable, depending on the fashion 

of the day. It$e not eo valuable now as 
used to be tie agoa eom# years ago, steel 
having superseded it for many purposes. 
The pits* may range from £660 to £660 
per ton, and a good whale ought to pro­
duce about two tons. In 1814 a single 
vassal sold her cargo of baleen and oil 
for £9,668, but such times are not likely 
to return. Itineral oils have now sup­
planted train oils for many purposes, end 
perpetual hunting has diminished the 
numbers as wall as the size of the whales, 
no animal having a chance of attaining 
its full dimensions before it is harpoon- 
ed. Often, nowede.ro, a whaling ship 
returns “dean," t e., without having 
captured a single whale, so that, with 
the lessened prices and diminished num­
bers and dimensions of the animals, 
whaling iw become almost a lottery, in­
stead of » solid investment of capital,and 
few shipowner cate to run such a risk. 
Furnished withlta wonderful homy sieve 
the Greenland whale has no difficulty in 
procuring its food. With mouth more

water escapes freely between the horny 
plates and lining fringe, while the ani­
mals are délai ted within the cage. ^hen 
it wishes *• swallow the prey which it has 
caucht it employs fts tongue,which is net 
lésé remarkable than the rest of the 
whale's structure. The tongue is not free 
except at the base, as with mammals 
generally, so that it is impossible for the 
animal to protrude its tongue from its 
mouth. The tongue is fixed by nearly 
the whole of its edge, so that it can only 
be nrotruded upward. I once had an 
opportunity of examining the tongue of 
a small baleen whale which liad been cast 
ashore. It was of great size, smooth on 
the surface, and I could not help think­
ing that it was very like a soft, well stutt- 
ed pin cushion. I pressed upon its cen­
ter with my fingers, and found that a pit 
was formed which rapidly tilled with oil. 
Then I took a hammer and pressed the 
head of it on the tongue. The pit form­
ed by the pressure became deeper and 
larger, and filled so feat with oil that not 
only was the whole of the hammer sub­
merged in fhe oil, but my hand and wrist 
also. Tbe ignorance which prevailed in 
former days on this subject is aniuaingiy 
exemplified in the old document which 
constitiluted the whale a royal “fish : 
-The King himself shall have the bead 
and body to make oil and other things, 
and the Queen the tayl to make whale­
bones for her royal vestments.’’- [J. G.

The lady Who wrote 
the article condemned them aa being on 
healthy, and «ten thought that too noch 
time was spent in making them, as it 
asaatly took the best bait part of a day 
to make e row of them. I thought 
there must be some hard way of making 
pies, that I did not underatataod. My

tie day ia no harder than auy other.
ty pies arc not unwholesome, and are 

really good thing» to have in cate of a 
busy day’s work at sewing or houee- 
olesning. By th* following recipe I can 
can make in 10 mloates enough good 
paste for eight pice :

Two uupa of lard, or part butter sud 
land (I use the fat cooked from pork or 
beef); rub this into a sifter of flour in 
which you have put two teaspoonfulls of 
cream-of tartar and oue teaspoonful of 
soda. When the lard is rubbed 
completely into the flour, mix with 
three-snd-a-lialf cups of cold watet. 
This rule never fails to make paste that 
is light, short and digestible The pies 
are just at good a week after baking as 
at first; that it, if made er filled with 
fruit, aa simply warming e little makes 
them froth again. Mince pies will 
keep good a long time. Just before 
heating np, pour a little hot water over 
the top crust and set in a hot oven. In 
baking pies, they should always be 
placed on the hottest lower grate at 
firs', as this insures a good brown under 
crust.—[Rural New-Yorker.

Bleaiw* Twine. What Is II T

Th* self-binding reaper, cutting, bind­
ing, and delivering the bundle» ready 
for shocking, thus, in heavy grain, sav­
ing the labor of at least five men and re­
lieving the farmers wife of the heavy 
wqrk of feeding to much extra help, 
ranks as s labor saver second to none. 
By its use what was really tke most try­
ing and dreaded work of the year it now 
s mere pastime.. One of the little things 
on which depend important results was 
the provi*ing of the proper material for 
binding the grain ; first wire was used, 
end while this hgld the bundles in s 
sp end id .manner, the presence of tbe 
wire was afterwards a great drawback ; 
pieces got mixed with tke grain, sod 
with the straw, thus injuringIhrsuality 
of each. Twins» mad* of hemp and jute 
were tried, and tfief decayed quickly in 
wet weather, and the grass-hoppers de­
lighted in eating them, and thus mak­
ing bad work. The twine now rond,and 
which gives perfect satisfaction, is made 
of mauilla and Sis»!, equal parte.

Manilla ia, beyond all comparison, the 
strongest of the fiber plants. It is a na­
tive of Luzon, the laigest of the PhHli- 
pine Islands, a group lying in the tropics 
south and east of Asia. It is one of the 
Musse of the settle family te which the 
banana b« longs, which it much resembles. 
It grows readily from seed, and also 
from sunken, sod when cut down, like 
all the banana class, it readily sprouts 
from the tamo root ; and as it matures in 
three years, end can be grown in any 
tropical country, we are not likely to lie 
ever troubled for the raw material. It 
often grows to a height of 16 to 26 feet, 
having a tuft of leaves only at the tojx 
W hen properly matured, it it rut at the 
root, and the leaves are peeled off down 
to the very bottom of the stalk ; these 
strips are then beaten on smooth wooden 
blocks with clubs or mallet* until tbe 
pulp, or liody, is broken up, when they 
are scraped with knives something like s 
box scraper, which readily cleanses the 
fibers from all foreign substance, leaving 
them often 10 to 16 feet long. After 
being thoroughly dried, the product is

fiut in bales and sold for export, and ba­
ng nearly all exported from tbe port of 

Manilla, it takes that name. Formerly, 
is wee principally used for the manufac­
ture of rope and cordage, but since its 
use for binding twine, the demand has 
so greatly increased, that it would be 
very high in price and hard to obtain in 
suffi»!eut quantity were it not that it has 
been found that an admixture of an equal 
quantity i f Sisal makes the twine of 
sufficient strength, while much reducing 
its cost.

Sisal resembles mauilla, only the fiber 
is not so long, being about three or four 
feet, snd it is obtained In Yucatan and 
Central America. It cornea from a plant 
of the Agave (Century Plant) family,and 
it is obtained from the fiber of the leaves, 
much aa ia the insnllla fiber by beating 
and scraping It can he obtained in al­
most unlimited quantities and at much 
less price thsn the msnills.

Few are aware how much the success­
ful harvesting of cur magnificent grain 
crops is dependent upoil these two pro- 
ductione of tropical countries, or of the 
extent to which they are required. There 
are several firms in this country having 
immense factories running almost entire­
ly on harvester twite. One of these firms 
is turning out the enormous quantity of 
40,000,000 pounds Of this twine. This 
would load 230 trains of 10 cars each, or 
2,300 cars, making 23,000 tons. .From; 
this may he formed a little idea of how 
much is used in this country and how 
much we are indebted to two insignificant 
planta of tropical countries.

><H So Easy for Men to Fly.

With wings of any moderate spread a 
horse power is able to lift about 25 
pounds. To lift 150 pounds, the average 
weight of a man, cal la for six-horse pjw- 
er, while man’s power4s estimated to be 
about one-fifth of a horse power when 
exerted to the greatest advantage. 
In other words it the machinery for the 
purpose weighed nothing, man’s strength 
must be increaeted 30 times at 4east be­
fore he can sustain himself in the air. 
Even when he could tty only in a calm. 
It has been stated that the average ve­
locity of air currents at a distance above 
the earth is 20 miles per hour. These 
must be met and overcome by any flying 
apparatus before it can be successful. 
These facts ought to be enough to settle 
one side of the question at least. Men 
cannot hope to tty by muscular exertion. 
Any flying apparatus must weigh less 
than 25 pounds per horse power in order 
to sustain itself, and, if supported by a 
balloon, must tie even lighter.—f Indus­
trial American. ’ 1

We 
mention these facts t» show the utter 
groundlessness of the Tory assertion 
that the outbreak was “a Grit rebellion. 
The people of Prince Albert have been 
accused of siding the rebels because they 
asserted their right to have their own 
grievance» redressed, at well as support­
ed the half breeds in their reasonable 
requests, to long as they made them in a 
legal manner. Whet shall be said of 
the Tory farm instructor», who led the 
Indians against the troops 1 Let the 
guilty be punished, but let it not be for­
gotten that the gross carelessness end 
neglect, or worse, of the Ottawa authori­
ties rendered rebellion possible. They 
left actual grievances unredeemed, ignor­
ed the representation* of the spiritual 
advisers of the people, disarmed the 
loyal volunteers because 'hey could not 
agree on how the men should be clothed, 
and allowed the rebels to take up arms 
and defy tbe police, though the member 
of the Northwest Council for the district 
and the chief Catholic priest had given 
them warnings months before that the 
rising was in contemplation.—[Hatml 
ton Times.
