Thé Synod resumed its session at noon 
to-tlii,v the Moderator in the chair; and 
after ilevôtionnl exercises, conducted by 
B C'Y. J. B. ilullf.li, of Fergus, proceeded 
to business.

Applications l'or license to preach were 
received from Robert Laing. B A., (Que­
bec Presbytery, Mr. .lohii Francis Fraser,
B. A., Queen’s College} and Mr. Joseph 
Gaudier, Queen’s College. . They were re­
ferred to t!.• ' Examining Committee.

An application for ordination was read 
from Mr. Albert V.*«J tiling, late licentiate 
of the Pros by toi y of New Brunswick, Now 
Jersey, and referred to the Examining 
Committee.

Bov. John Bennett and Bev. C. A.
Tanner were appointed Governors of 
Morin College.

Mr. Croil presented tho report of the 
managers of the Temporalities Fund.
The revenue last veiw was 830,071.
Seventy-nine non-privilleged Ministers 
had been paid. The committee expected 
to be able to pay forty-three in turn next, 
leaving forty-one to be provided for.

The report of the general Sustentation 
Board showed receipts for the year of $8,- 
909, though apportionments had been 
815,000; 8165 was paid on the previous 
year ; $8,550 in ndvauce f SSG special don­
ations, and the deficiency was $1,106.

Rev. R. Campbell read the report of the 
managers of the Widows’ and Orphans’
Fund. That fund now amounted to $07,- 
500, yielding a yearly revenue of upwards* 
of $4,888 ; but 53 congregations are de­
faulters, many for several years, and it 
behoved the Synod to consider the alarm­
ing state of affairs thus exhibited.

The Union question was then taken up.
Principal Snodgrass read the report of the 
committee, which nrirraied what steps 
had been taken s ince last meeting of the 
Synod, mid concluded with the following 
recommendation : —
