TRUE BILLS.

The following true bills were found by
the Grand Jury: O'Donnell, larceny ;
E. Kemp, rape : Lot Roe, assault.

o 'HE EDEN MILLS RAPE CASE.

Emanuel Kemp was charged with com-
mitting a rape upon Sarzh Bardwell, wife
of Abednego Bardwell, farmer, of the
township of Eramosa, on the 5th July
last year. We gave lull particulars of
this oase at the time the crime was com-
mitted.

Mr.McFadyen,of Owen Sound,appeared
for the prisoner, ahd Mr. Sinelair opened |
the case for the Crown, and called the
following evidence ;—

Mrs. Sarah Bardwell said she was 38
years of age ; had known the prisoner for
the past a)xri'mrs he had generally lived
nt his gbep father’s during that tume. On
the 5th July saw the prisoner at the vil-
lage of Eden, early in the afternoon, I
was going to the village and saw the
prisoner sitting outside of Martin's Ho-
tel. He had ona pair of soldier’s pante,
black with & red stripe, white linen coat,
and black silk cap. Had no conversation
then. Did not see him again until I was
on my way home. I started to go home
just before sunset. Met prisoner just as
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in the wholesale crockery and glasswari
businese, which under his skillful man-
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Pmnd came.

el hie purpose., Her little boy ran off.
Prisoner remained with her until Ler
husband was heard ealling out to know
what was the matter, when he ran off in-
fo the swamp.—He dropped his cap. The
one produced is the cap. I saw him run
off bareheaded. I got mp when my hus-
There were marks of the
prisoners fingers on my throat, snd my
lips were bleeding where his hands had
been. My dress was cut through and
y shoulder marked where I had fallen
on the stones. I told my husband what
happened. Mrs. Argyle helped me home.
Dr. Megregor examined me next morning.
I resisted prisoner as muck as ppssible,

and ecreamed. The place wasnot far from
ovrfarme. My bonret was tom and smash-

ed. My hair was in a net,and it was torn
down also. I was all muddy from the
place where I was thrown. Prisoner said

e would kill meif I resisted further.
I have mot seen prisoner from the time
until this morning. I am quite sure that
he is man. It was quite light enough to
see.

Mr. McFadyen cross-examined the wit-
nesg, but failed to shake her testimony.

The little boy was called into the
box, and after his Lordship had spoken a
few words to him, he decided not to
take the lad’s testimony.

Abednego Bardwell gaid he had known
the prisorer gince boyhood. His wif>
knew prisomer also. On the 5th July
witness was putting dewn gate-posts on

is farm. His wife went to the village
of Eden after dinner. He next saw her
down at the bridge, im a very excitable
state; her bonnet was all smashed,
her hair was all dewn, her dress
was all im & mess with mud,
her face covered with dirt, and blood was
running out of her moath. A cap was
lying amongst her clothes. (Cap identi
fied.) It haebeen in witness’ possession
gince. The neighbors turned out in
search of priconer. Did not see him in
that part of the country afte-wards.

Cross-examined by Mr. McFadyen :
Witness’ attention was drawn by hear-
ing the little boy's scream. Went inthe
direction of the noise, and after a whi
found his wife. She was standing uv.
Witness noticed the marks before
pointed them out.

Annie Argyle knew the prisoner when
he was a boy. On the 5th July, beard
screaming ; went with her daughter in
the direction of the sound, and found
Mrs. Bardwell, who seemed hardly able
to walk ; her dress was muddy, bonn
smash«d, hair tangled, and blood oo
ont of ona side of her mouth. Witness
helped her home, undressed her, and
washed the mand from her face. Her
shoulder was bruised and there were
finger marks across her throat.

John Martin, of Eden Village, on being
sworn, said he knew Eemp, who was at
his place on the 5th July from 10 a. m.
until about 6 p.m., when he left, going in
the direction of Bardwell’s house. Saw
Mrs. Bardwell and her little boy in the
village that day ; she left about six.

Mary Ann Wharton, of Eramosa, step-
sister of the prisoner, deposed that he
belonged to the volunteer force ; she did
not hear of the assault until the c\eninp
after it occarred ; the morning after the
assault prisoner came to their place: he
had on bluek pants with red stripes,linen
coat, but no cap. On the morning of the
assanlt he had left to go to Eden, and he
then had a black silk cap, like the one
produced When he came back next
morning he changed his pants. and left
about noon. There was no one in the
house but witness.

Hugh Wharten, half-brother of pris-
oner, said the latter went to Eden on
July 5th. He had on the black silk cap
produced. First saw him afterwards at
his father’s at noon next day. He went
away, the family did not know where.
Had not gone off that way before ; it-
nese had not seen him since until to&y.

Dr. McGregor, of Guelph, made a
medical examination of Mrs. Bardwell on
July 6. He described the wnjuries refer-
red to; and said also that the back of
her head was sore. She was in a state of
great nervous excitement, which the in-
juries were not sufficient to account for.

Cross-examined—Did not ece any
wound in the mouth, but her teeth, on
which there was a gold plate, were crook-

ed. No complaint was made to witness
of injuries to lower limbs, and he did not
examine them,

Chief Constable Kelly received a war-
rant against the prisoner in July, 1872,
and arrested him about five months atter-
wards.

This closed the case for the prosecu-
tion. ¢
Mr. McFadyen opened the case for the
defence. He laid stress upon the point
referred to in the ecross-examination of
Dr. MeGregor ; contending that the evi-
dence showed that Mrs. Bardwell did not
sufficienfly resist; and suggesting that
she might had trumped up this charge
against the prisoner on being interrupted
by her husband. She was a vigorons
and comparatively young woman, and
ought to have been able to cope with the
prisoner, who did not appear to be a
very powerful man. There was no evi-
dence for the defence.

His Lordship having summed up, the
jury retired, and in a few mnutes re-
turned with a verdict of guilty.

His Lordshjp said that there could be
no doubt whatever in the face of the evi-
dence that the prisoner was guilty of the
awful offence with which he was charged.
Had the prisoner been tried a year ago
the sentence would have been hanging.
Seven years in the penitentiary was the
lightest punishment the law gave power
to iofliet, bi . he (the Judge) dn‘l ot
think it was suflicient. He wonld there-
fore sentence the prisoner to nine years
with hard labor—beariug in mind that
he had already-been one year in prison.
