REVISION OF
THE CONTRACT

Proposal of Hydro to the Street
Railway Will Go To Power
Board.

SOME STUMBLIMG BLOCKS

It is expected that the consumma-
tion of the present series of negotia-
tions between the street railway and
the water commissioners for the sale
of hydroe power to the former com-
pany, will be reached in a week or ten
days. The revisions of the latest con-
tract, submitted by the commissioners,
have been completed, and the amended
proposal presented to the water com-
mission today. It

The Latest Proposal.

The latest proposal, to the street
railway company, is only one of a
series of propositions, contracts, pro-
posals and agreements that have been
showered on the directors since hydro
came to London.

There has been a wide range in the
proposals sent on by both the Ontario
¢ommission and the local commission-
ers. The last one, however, contains
a number of concessions on the part

supply direct current power instead of
the alternating, which has flgured in
the* other proposals, the former plan
being for the company to transform
the power.

: A Stumbling Block.

This phase of the question has been
regarded as one of the stumbling
blocks in the way of completing the
negotiations. It was for this reason
that the commission decided to elim-
inate the transforming clause of the
agreement and convert the power to
direct current before turning it over
to the company.

Local directors of the street railway
claim that while possible the company
and commission are a littie closer to-
gether in the negotiations than ever
before, nothing definite has been
promised on the side of the company.

The disposition of all officials here
to maintain absolute silence with re-
gard to the inquiries by Ambassador
Page at London, indicated that the
whele affair will be handled in the
quiet realm of diplomacy and no ex-
pressions of policy were looked for on
the subject, either from London or
Washington.

There was confidence that further
and more intimate discussion of de-
tails would result in a frienddy under-
standing, but in the meantime every
effort is being made to envelop the in-
cident in secrecy.

Await Elections.

As the elections of Oct., 26 approach
the administration here is in a wait-
ing mood. Huerta's attitude leads to
the belief that another announcement
from the American Government point-
ing to the inability of his Government
to conduct a free and fair election
may be expected.

Meanwhile constitutionalists are re-
ported to be making every effort to es-
tablish a civil government so as tc
strengthen their claims for recognition
or at least to moral support for their
cause,
