are wrongfully taxed to support
continuation schools and collegiates.
The supreme court will try action
next fall. The action was taken by
the separate schools in a test case
from the township of Tiny, Simcoe
county. The separate schools chal-
lenge the basis of grants. At present
all unearned grants lapse back into
the consolidated revenue fund in-
stead of being distributed pro rata
to these schools which conform with
the regulations.

The separate schools claim that
the act gives them power to conduct
secondary schools such as high
schools and colleziate institutes, and
to coliect the taxes levied for such |
education from separate school sup-'
porters.

The statement of defence submits
that all legislation is within the
competence of the province. The
statement further argues that col-
legiates and continuation schools do
not come under the act mentioned |
by the separate school supporters,
and cannot be regarded as *“common
schools.”

“The attorney-general denies that
the board of trustees of Roman
Catholic separate schools (urban)
are entitled to establish and conduct
in separate schools the courses of
study and grades of education that
are carried on in continuation
schools, collegiate institutes and high
schools, or any of them, and also
denies that such courses of study
and grades of education were ever
established by law in connection
with the Roman Catholic separate
schools prior to the first of July,
1867,” says the statement which was
