Fred 
Row, of Curries, with 14, and Alfred 
Groves of Salford, with two, led their 
classes. The Quebec entries were 
the biggest competitors of the Oxford 
men, but Haley and Lee ranked as 
the heavies prize-winners In the 
entire Holstein class. There were 
285 entries from Nova Scotia, Ontario 
and Quebec, and although the Que- 
bee cattle made a good showing, only 

i second to Oxford, the majority of 
the Quebec entries had been secured 

in recent purchases from Oxford 
breeders. Haley and Lee won eight 
first prizes, one second and six 
thirds
