There has just been completed in the 
vicinity of Ashcroft one of the largest 
power plants in the West and one that 
means much for the town of Ashcroft 
and the surrounding country. The plant 
is being used for many purposes, chief 
among which is the irrigation of several 
thousand acres ot land between Boston 
Flats and the Bonaparte and Thompson 
rivers but besides this pow-er is being 
supplied for the Ashcroft waterworks, 
electric lighting and heating, a telephone 
system and a sawmill.

The work was carried out by the Ash­
croft Waterworks Company, two repre­
sentatives of which, Mr. John Shields, 
ot Toronto, the well known railway 
tractor, who built a large section of the 
C.P.R., and Mr. J. B. Leighton, are at 
present in the city guests at the Driard. 
To get the privileges that they required 
to carry out the immense undertaking 
that is now all but complete it was neces­
sary to organize four district companies 
and one of the objects of Messrs. Shields 
and Leighton’s visit to "Victoria is to 
endeavor to have passed through the leg­
islature a special act to consolidate the 
companies and thus simplify the man­
agement of the works. They will also 
ask for power to build electric tramways, 
—to be run by the plant which has been 
installed—in "the districts of Yale and 
Cariboo. These tramways, Mr. Shields 
said last evening, would be built just 
as soon as the business warranted it. 
Up to the present it does not.

The company's power house is situated 
on the Bonaparte river, three and a half 
miles from the town of Ashcroft, along­
side the Boston Flats valley, to irrigate 
which Thaddeus Harper, who died yester­
day at the Jubilee hospital, and Mr. Sanr 
ford some years ago spent $20,000. There 
are two large horizontal turbine wheels 
capable of developing 1,000 horse power, 
which, driven by the water of Bonaparte

Farming under 
these conditions is somewhat different to 
what most tillers of toe soil have been 
used to.

The irrigation system, however, is not 
to be confined to the area mentioned. It 
is to be extended to the vicinity of Ash­
croft, and a pomp is already in operation 
there—driven by the power from the 
Bonaparte river plant—which will irri­
gate the lands near the town with the 
waters of the Thompson river. The 
water is taken from the Thompson 
through a rock tunnel and pumped to the 
mountain 230 feet above the town, where 
a 60,000 gallon tank has been erected.

The town of Ashcroft is supplied with 
water by the same pump, the company 
having completed their waterworks sys­
tem. Not only have the people a perfect 
supply of water, they have better pro­
tection from fire than any city in the 

* West. Hydrants have been placed on 
every corner and at all times there is a 
pressure of 95 pounds to the square inch. 
A system has also been installed to sup­
ply toe C.P.R. with water.

Bnt even this is not all that the com­
pany has been enabled to do by “barn 
ing" the Bonaparte river. They 
erected a sawmill, run by motors for 
which power is obtained from the main 
plant; they have an efficient telephone 
service and all their own buildings are 
heated by electricity and they are about 
to ask the people of Ashcroft to throw 
out their stoves and put in instead elec­
tric heaters. Shpuld anyone desire to 
start a factory in the vicinity the com­
pany is prepared to supply them with 
power, in fact they are prepared to sup­
ply almost any amount of po 
whatever it may be required.

The system adopted is what is known 
as the three-phase system, thoroughly 
up-to-date and the very best for con­
veying power and supplying light, as 
either incandescent or arc lamps can 
be used. The power is carried by three 
copper wires, the voltage leaving the 
power -house being 2,300, which, how­
ever, is tranflferrdd to 104 volts jnst out­
side the town.
