After eulogizing the action of Rhodesi-
ans and Natalians, he said the only
state he pitied was the mother state,
Cape Colony, whose political and religi-
ous leaders had incited rebellion.

When the federation came none of the
other states would have anything to do
with her, and he was afraid the people
of his old state, who were running about
like sheep without a shepherd, were
coming out worse, Mr. Rhoglee was
glad of the opportunity of saying a few
words, which he hoped would be to their
good. ¥

Japanese Was
Naturalized

Oto Awarded Damages for Not
Being Allowed to Land
at Vancouver.

Jury Holds He Was British Sub-
jectand Should Not Have
Been Arrested.

From Our Own Correspondent. ‘

Vancouver, B. C., June 17.—The case
of M. Oto, the Japanese who sued A.
McAllister, provincial immigration ofli-
cer for false arrest, was awarded a ver-
dict this afternoon from a special jury in
the Supreme court of $100 and costs.
The entire sum amounting to about $350.
Oto reached here by the Seattle steamer.
On attempting to land he was ordered
on board ‘again by McAllister. Oto pro-
tested he was a British subject, but had
not his certificate with him, and refused
to return to the boat. McAllister- laid
his hands upon him to guide him on
board. Oto still refused to go back to
the ship. MecAllister then arrested him,
detaining him under police surveillance,
but releasing him after 24 hours on his
producing his naturalization papers.

‘Chief Justice McColl presiding, charged
the jury strongly in favor of the plain-
tiff. His Lordship stated that if Oto
was the:man mentioned in the certificate
of naturalization, as M. O¢o, the Britigh
Columbia Immigration law did not apply
to him; and it was a question of whether
Oto had been illtreated by MecAllister,
and if so to what extent, and how much
damages should be awarded him.  His
Lordship, however, stated that the fact
that Oto bad a passport from the Em-
peror of Japan secured just prior to his
leaving Japan naturally would caunse sus-
picion as far as McAllister was concern-
ed, but the jury could mot go behind
the certificate of naturalization.

In charging the jury <4n immigration
cases, the Chief Justice said that if Japs
were domiciled here, and made trips to
Japan and returned, they could not be
detained by immigration authorities on
their return.

Chas, Wilson, K. C., for the defence,
objected to this charge after the jury
retired, and also to the statement that
the Jap was not an immigrant if he held
naturalization papers.

In the bay
are the Sadie Turpel and Geneva, ready
to sail this, morning, and in the upper
harbor, the Otto, Cape. Gosse, and other
schooners have their pennants hoisted
and are ready to sail.
But the sealers were mot the only busy
people on the wharves yesterday, for a
large cargo was ioaded into the steamer
Danube.

Preventing the Re=Organization
of the Government in
Japan.

War on Rats in Tokio to Pre-
vent Pessibility of
Plague

Yokohama, May 30.—(Associated Press
Letter by 8. S. Tacoma.)—The cabinet
niuddle is not only still unsettled, but it
becomes every day more complicated and
hopeless of solution. The source of the
trouble, while dignified as a strife be-
tween the principle of a party ministry
and that or an independent cabinet, re-
sponsible only to the sovereign, is al-
most lost s:zht of in ‘toe pottiness of
the political squabbles which have come
to the surface, makiag it impossible for
any statesman without compiete loss of
self-respect to undertake the task of
forming a ministry. In the meanwhile
the impression has gone abroad that the
difficulty has arisen from the desperate
state of Japan’s finances. Nothing could
be farther from the truth, the financial
status of the government being abso-
lutely sound and flourishing. In other
words the trouble should be attributed
solely to the country’s inexperience in
the workings of parliamentary institu-
tions. It is the natural outcome of the
period of transition through which the
politics of the Empire are passing. Mean-
while much sympathy is felt and ex-
pressed for the Emperor, who in his
absorbing interest for the success of the
experiinent in constitutional government
which he has freely granted to this peo-
ple, now finds himself deprived of the
means to keep it in practical operation,
no help coming from any statesman in
whom he places comfidence.

Much consternation has been awakened
by the escape of a rat. The medical au-
thorities of the Imperial University, were
engaged in experimenting upon some
mdgups_by the introduction. of plague
bacilli into their veins. One of them
eluded their vigilance, and as a conse-
quence several have recently been dis-
covered in the hospital infected with the
disease. As a result, the war against
them has assumed huge proportions.
The Tokyo municipality has voted thirty
thous:}n*d'yen, rat traps by the thousand,
are distributed among the people, and a
bounty of five sen each offered for their
capture. With all this evidence of con-
sternation, there is no need of fear that
the dlsea§e can gain a foothold in this
country, in which measures for preven-
tion have become marvellously effective.
While sporadic cases appear here and
there, they are ‘instantly isolated, and
the spreadlqg of the contagion rendered
bractically impossible. The authorities
do not hesitate to adopt the most dras-
tic measures in each instance, and as a
result the Empire is today in a better
sanitary condition that that of which
any nation of the world can boast.

The news of the successful floating of
the North German Lloyd steamer Mun-
chen, recently wrecked on the island of
'Yap, 1s received with much satisfaction.
The steamer has arrived at Hongkong,
where she will be docked.

The Sobraon of the Peninsular and
Oriental line lately stranded on the
China coast, lies in such a position that
all hopes of floating her have been aban-
doned.

Artillerymen

Under Canvas

The Fifth Regiment Have Gone
Into Camp at Macaulay
Point,

For Two Weeks Officers and
Men Will Undergo Summer
Training.

The Fith Regiment Canadian Artil-
lery are in camp at Macaulay Point, and
their camp presents a pretty sight.
About a hundred yards or thereabouts
from the grass-covered mounds which as
far as the onlooker from without the
barrier can see, are the forts of Ma-
caulay Point, stand many rows of bell
tents, some sixty in all, set in the
straightest of [ines, several large mar-
quees, a canvas covered, but wall-less
dining room and the kitchen where the
viands for the rows of tables are pre-
pared by a staff of six cooks.! Hach com-
pany has engaged a cook, five companies
having secured white men, while No. 5
company has a heathen Chinee who finds
poor companionship in the pine-boarded
kitchen. At the front of the camp is
The Flag, and behind it the guard tent,
standing in a central position before the
rows of bell tents in each of which eight
men and a corporal sleep. Here a non-
commissioned officer and five men are
stationed, who form the camp guard. Be-
hind the guard tent with their wagons
and limbers before them are four thirteen
pounder field guns of the regiment, and
still further down this centre aisle be-
tween the several rows of tents are two
rows of stacked rifles before which a
sentry paces briskly to and fro. This is
the scene at the camp of the Fifth Regi-
ment Canadian Artillery, where 269 offi-
cers and men of the local militia regi-
ment are in camp. It is a pleasant place
this camp at the shore side of Macaulay
’lains just without the fort, for there
nature is seen at its best. The limpid
waters of the roads where the waiting
merchantmen lie at anchor are just be-
yond the fort, whose three-six inch guns,
down in their hidden receptacles within
the fort, point across the Strait to those
picturesque snow clad ranges, and with
the bright foliage all about, few better
epcampments for the soldiers could be
found. The arrangements at the camp
re also good. The dining room is bright,
and that it is airy is evident, for no
canvas sides interrupt the cool breezes
from the sea, and no tented gables stop
the odor of the viands in the string of
iron pots suspended over the trench in
which the flames leap and jump at the
front of the kitchen where the cooks
nd commissariat department of the men
ave their headquarters.

VICTORIANS SURTRISED.

Boers Capture Two Guns and Kill and
‘Wound Many Meu.

London, June 16.—Lord Kitchener has
cabled from Pretoria, under today’s date,
as follows:

“Near Welmansrust, twenty miles from
Middlesburg, 250 Viectorian mounted
rifles, from General Beaston’s column,
were surprised in camp at Steenkoot-
spruit by a superior force of Boers, at
7:30 p. m., June 12. The enemy crept
up to within short range and poured a
deadly fire into the camp, killing two
officers and sixteen men and wounding
four officers and thirty-eight men, of
whom twenty-eight were slightly wound-
ed. Only two officers and fifty men es-
caped to Gneral Beuaston’s camp. Tae
remainder were taken prisoners and re-
leased. Two pom-poms were captured
by the enemy. Full details have mot
yet been received.”

The serious reverse whic,h Lord Kitch-
ener reports is the first dccident of the
kind that has happened to the Aus-
tralian contingent, and it is ‘supp'osed to
be due to neglect of proper pickeiing. Al-
though it is offset by the defeat In-
flicted upon Dewet, the loss of guns 18
regarded as a serioas matter, n.rf.ich wiil
encourage the Boers to continue the
struggle.

would be over.

redeem their promises to the committee,
rather than by any feeling of discon-
tent at their treatment by the company,
As a matter of fact, the C. P. R. paiq
higher wages to its trackmen than apy
other road on this side of the Jipe
traversing similar territory,

The wages paid east of Lake Superior,
for instance, were higher than those paid
by the Grand Trunk or Inter-Colonial.
The wages west were better than those
paid by the Northern Pacific or Great
Northern,

The new rules have been put in force
for the purpose of removing any possible
cause for .complaint that might arise.
Some of the questions discussed with
the committee were of such a nature
that long and careful consideration
would have to be bestowed on them, be-
fore they could have been put in such a
shape as to prevent them from becoming
a source of continual annoyance to the
men as well as the company.

Under the circumstances the best of
the men, those who have been in the
company’'s service for years, were sure
to feel that there was mno justification
for the strike. Meanwhile the com-
pany’s lines from end to end of the sys-
tem were in splendid condition, and any
number of new men were soliciting
work, the high wages paid by the com-
pany being an attraction even in good
times like the present.

On being asked whether the question
of recognizing labor unions was a factor
in the dispute, Mr. McNicoll replied that
it was not a factor in the dispute so far
as the company was concerned.

The conditions attending work in the
track departments of the railwdy were
such that it seemed impossible to formu-
late any system that would be worka-
ble. Nearly every man in the more im-
portant branches of the company’s ser-
vice is a member of one or other of the
railway bretherhoods or unions, and no
friction has resulted or is likely to re-
sult. The president, said Mr. McNicoll
in conclusion, had -made this very plain
to the trackmen’s committee, when they
called on him.

Montreal, June 17.—(Special.)—The
strike of the C. P. R. trackmen from the
Atlantic to the Pacific was inaugurated
at 6 o’clock this morning. The commit-
tee men, in the city, claim they have re-
ceived advices from all parts of the line
indicating 95 per cent. of the men have
obeyed the order of the committee de-
claring the strike. Jehn T Wilson, presf»
dent of the International 'Trackmen’s
union will arrive in the city today from
Portland, and will assist the men actively
in their fight with the railway. -

In his statement to the press today,
John T. Wilson, president of the Brother-
hood of Railway Trackmen of America,
was enthusiastic over the prospect, he
said: Our men have responded nobly,
and I may say truthfully every division
of the Canadian Pacific is today swept
lean of its trackmen, bridgemen and
rack watchmen.

“From St. John to Vaneouver, B. C.,
our advices tell only one story. We had
not dared to hope more than 60 per cent.
would go out today, for doubtless many
of them have not received the strike or-
der. We are extremely hopeful of vie-
tory, and that before a great while. Be-
tween Montreal and Ottawa there is only
one gang at work, and in all probability
they will quit tonight.
