On September first the new regula- 
tiens under the Destructive Insect 
and Pest Act, issued by the Depart- 
ment of Agriculture go into effect. 
All importers of nursery stock, which 
includes all plants for ornamental pur- 
poses or propagation, such as trees, 
shrubs, vines, bulbs, perennials etc., 
except seeds, will be required to se- 
cure a permit before the shipments 
are brought into Canada. Importa- 
tone of nursery stock must be in- 
spected before leaving the country of 
origin: and a certificate of inspection 
must accompany the Invoice. Impor- 
rations from countries other than the 
United States can enter Canada only 
through the ports of St. John, N. B., 
Montreal, Que., Niagara Falls, Ont.,
