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FIFTEENTH YEAR

SEPARATE SCHOOL DEBATE.

The P.P.A. Bill For the

Ballot Defeated

BY A MAJORITY OF TWENTY-FIVE.

A.Day of Many Personalities in
the Legislature.

Mr, Conmee’s Will Making the Ballot
Permissible Carried on & straight
Party Vote—After Throe Yenrs’ Silence
Mr, Evanturel Let the Members Koow
That He Is Alive—Lively Features of
the Debate—The Galleries Thronged
Throughout the Day,

W hen the Ontario Legislature met shortly
after 11 yesterday morning Hoo. Mr. Fraser
resumed the debate on Mr. Conv‘o Separate
school bill, He pointed out that & change in
public opinion among Catholics had been
taking place, as evidenced by the introduc-
tion of Mr. Conmee’s bill and the position of
the Catholics who supported the Opposition.
He regarded this as a-regrettable featuro, as
it would give color to the statement that &
section of tbe Catholics desired protection
against the undue influence of the hierarchy.
Tue MHomaen Catholics of Ootario ex-
pected their clergy to take sn active
part in  school managemeut, which
was their simple duty in the matter.
1f there were any undua interference by the
clergy with any of tbeir rights the laity
were abundantly able to make their voices
beard and protect themselves.

Here Mr, Fraser stopped, coughed slightly
and eaid i feeble tones: *‘It is useless, Mr.
Speaker,” and took his seat, apparently in
utter exbaustion and saffering much pain.

Sir Oliver Mowat moved the adjournment
of the debate,

An Insult to Catholies,

Mr. Clancy,while expressiog his sympathy
with Mr, Fraser, entirely dissented from his
conclusions, Then he devoted bimself to
Mr. Conmee, sud said that bis labored at-
tempts to defend the loyaity of Catholics
were an jusult to them, It was s melan-
choly state of things indeed when Catholics
bad to Jook to Mr. Conmee as s defender.

Mr, Fraser interjected s remark that the
ballot was in his opinion ultra vires and be
boped Mr. Clancy would not discuss his
position on the matter without knowing the
constitutiopal arguments he meant to offer,

Mr, Claney proceeded to argue that the
ballot was an accepted principle. The con-
stitution must be construed in the light that
no right of Romsn Catbolics shall be im-
paired, This was not done by the ballot,
which was intended to free electors from
every form of dictation or influence—not
necessarily clerical, but from auoy source
whatever—whéther in school, muoicipal
or parliamentary elections the preseuce of
any man when an elector voted openly ex-
ercised an influesce even _ though
nothing might be  said. He was
proceeding to argue that the Conser-
vative party ware the true friends of the
Catholic minority when Mr. Fraser asked
whether the Orange body aid not wish to see
separate schools abolished, and if they were
not members of the Couservative party.

Mr. Claney, in reply, said that the Liberal
party at one time took the same ground. It
was not the creed of Orangemen alone in this
belief. The majority of Protestants of all
political opinions were ed to Separate
schools. 1t was not tair to judgoe their party
by the utterances of irresponsible individ -
uals,

Not a Liberal Opposed to Separate fchools.

My, Fraser said be did not know of one
Liberal who would urge the abolition of
Eeparate schools, but be did know of tens of
thousands of Conservatives who would.

Mr. Clancy concluded by saying that
be had no besitation in opposing
Mr. Conmee’s bill, because it was
a half-way measure, The ballos ought
pot to be permissive but compulsory, both as
regards Public and Separate schools. He
was in favor of putting both classes under
exactly the same law.

Compared His Mode to That of Judas
Iscariot,

Mr. White said that Mr, Conmee’s mode
was that of Judas Iscariot. He was ove of
those men who went round the country using
his religion to build up his political interests,
He did not really wish his bill to pass, as he
taunted the Oraugemen and the P.P.A. so

that they would oppose it. Sir Oliver Mowat
bad entered public life upon the Protestant

borse.

Mr. White was still speaking when the
House rose at 1.

Mr. White resumed thé—debate in the
alternoon, assailing the Opposition for céon-
tinuing the religious cry. ] ssprwd that
s large minority, if not a'majority, of the
Roman Catholics favored the bullot in Separ-
ate schools. -

Mr. Balfour did not think that the consti-
tuents of Messrs. White and Clancy would
socept them as expounents of their feelings in
the matter. He discussed the question large-
Iy from o local poiot of view. He asserted
that Catholics oo Fublio sctool boards in
places where there were no Separate schools
bad beeu turned out by the P.P.A., and
charged Sol White with having disavowed
the educational policy of the Opposition
when before his constituents,

A Newspaper’s Incorrect Roports,

A lively set-to occurred between
Balfour and Mr. Marter when the
former charged the Muskoka man
with an alliance with the P.P.A., quoting
grom The Ewpire the same passage referred
to by Mr, Conmee on Monday, to the effect
that in addition to tbe Conservatives there
were the Patrons and the PP A, “a com-
bination which the Mowat Government
eould not  withstand.” Mr. Marter ques-
tioned the accuracy of the report and said
he did not put it in that way. Then Mr,
Baifour fell foul of Mr, Clancy, whq also ex-

lained that he did not say something ¥ bad
ﬁueu credited with, After giving a great
deal of ancient history, Mr, Balfour attacked
the P.P.A., giving numerous iustances to
show the prominence and activity of its
wembers in the Opposition.
Opposed to Half Measures,

Mr, E. F. Clarke, speaking for bimself,
would like to see Separate schools abolisbed,
but he would not favor such action without
e onsent of the Catholics, Many Catho-
lics favored the ballot and he thought it
wught to be made compulsory in both Publie
and Separate schools, However, he was
opposed to My, Conmee’s bill because it was
rerely o haif-mensure. He dofended Orange-
fsm from the charge of intolerance snd
thought that the juteresis of the Catholic
Juity would be safe in the bands of J. L.
Hughes were Catholic scbools under his in.
spection, Nine-tenths of the peopls of
Ouotario believed that a nationsl system of
education would be preferable to baviug
tseparate schools, Roman Catholic ebildren
gov the worst of it uader the present system.
| he agreement under which Separate schools
were perpetusted was 4 misfortune. The
smeudments made in the Separate school
jaw since Confederation werd not in the pub.
lic interest and ought to be repenled.

Mr. Conmes ot Donnybrook Falr,

Mr. Moredith regretted that he was not in
good condition to speak. He said Mr, Con-
mee was put upto move the bill, while his
conscience boped for its defent. While he

vus spenking of the battlafields where the

mingled he was in imagination at Donny«
brook Fair, and ssking bis opponents to tread

When he that
phrase he did not refer to the Catholics, but
to those who urged that they should unite
irrespective of party, hold themselves be-
tween parties and try to rule the country by
"T.’L‘:f from one to the other. He dis-
cla office-seeking and pointed to the
fact that for 20 years he bad sat in opposi-
tion as an evidence he had not sacrificed bis

cf to his ambiti He was perfect -
1y satistied that a ballot was desired by o
respectable minority of the Cathalics, there-
fore he favored ii. The Catholic schools
were laymen's schools, and he denied that
the church bad suy rights in the matter at
all, with the constitutional aspect
of the q he urged that, as the ballot
would not rujudlo!ally affect the position of
Catholies, it could not be unconstitutional.
Mr, Conmee’s bill,instead of settling the ques-
tion, would leave is open, whereas it ought
to bo settled at once and for il time by
making the ballot compulsory.

$ir Oliver's Views,

Sir Oliver Mowat said thdt Mr. Moredith
had talked principally about himself, He
spoke of his principles, but no ove knew just
what they were, In '83 the Opposition leader
bad that those for whom Separate
schools were established did not want the
ballot, and it should not be forced upon
thom. Now he wished to force it on them—
for they were not sgitating for it. He
would mot pretend tbat Mr, Fraser
in the conversations that they bad
had on the subject had convinced bim
that legislation conferring the ballot
on Catholies was beyond the power of the
Legislature, W hether the Catholics favored
an optional ballot or not, they cersainly did
not desire a compulsory baliot.

Mr, Fraser Is Empimtic,

Mr, Fraser said if he bad doubts before as
to bis action be bad nong at all now. The
compulsory proposal he regardad as so much
ultrs vires that if it were passed it would be
their duty to resist it to the uttermost till the
final court was reached. He did not propose
to vote against the bill at this stage, as that
would be playiog into the hauds of those who
wisbed to M a blow at the Separate
schools, He preferred tosee what shape it
might assume st & later stage. If the Op-
position could defeat the measurs at
the present stage it would give them a lever-
age to go to the country with a much moro
objectionable measure. Entering upou the
coustitutional arguwenst e urged that the
Catholics had a right or a privilege, if the
toria were preferred, to the open vote and to
have their own returning officers. Under the
compulsory propossl all would be changed:
The muvicipal machinery would be substi-
tuted, and they could no longer fix the time
of the elections or the polling places. If the
system were applied in Toronto and a Separ-
ate school trustee had to be elected in a single
ward o less than 30 returning officers would
have to be appointed and perbaps not one of
them would be a Casholic.

Mr. Meredith, in reply, argued that the
Separate school provision of the coustitution
wasn't intended to put Catbolics in a strait-
jacket and be s bar to all change.

Carried on n Straight Party Vote,

The second reading was then deciared car-

ried on the followifig division: Yeas 52

o2,
nays 30. The division was a straight party
one, Mr. McNsugbton, Patron, voting with
the Government, and Mr. McCallum,P.P.A.,
against it,

Mr. Conmee in moving the reference of
the bill to a special committee took occasion
to return some of the complimeats paid him
by Mr, Whbite, observing with some emphasis
that the last man in the House to apply the
words “traitor” or Judas to anybody was
the traitor who had been preaching snnexa-
tion through the country.

The House has been getting so accustomed
to the use of strong e during this
debate that the remark did pot seem to
creste.any sensation. Somebody said it was
“irrelevant,” sud then the motion passed
and the House took recess.

The P.P.A. Bill,

The galleries last evening were packed to
suffocation by a deeply interested audience
anxious to hear the conclusion of the grest
Separate School debate, which will doubtless
in after years be lnoked back to as the salient
feature of the otherwise tame session of
1894. A iarge proportion of those present
were ladies, who listeried with apparently as
keen an interest as the male portion of the
attendance, -

Mr. McCallum moved the second reading
of his bill to amend the Separate School Act
and briefly expiained its purport. The bill
made the ballot compulsory in all school
elections, provided that ouly those who stat~
ed 1o the assessor that they were supporters
of separatp schools should be assessed for
their suppprt and enacted that no unauthor-
od textvodks should be used. .

Mr, McCsllum’s speech was quite short and
decidedly 'mild, not to say tame in language
and delivery,he being evidently *‘unaccustomn-
ed to public speakiug,” at least before such a
large and critical audience, He said the
measure would bring the Separate schools
under the sarne rule as the Public schools,
He asked for the Roman Catholics neither
Jess nor more than for Protestants. Hoe did
not think that the argument that the Catho-
lics did not want the ballot was a conclusive
answer, and boped to see the day when the
province would bave bus one school system
without reference to religion and felt sure
that the day was not far distant when the
House would grasp this question with a
firmer hand than at present and would place
their ducies to the country and their consti-
tuents before fear of the party whip or any
sectarian vote, L

¥rench-Canadians Grossly Slandered,

Mr, Evanturel followed in an energetic,
fluently-delivered speech, accompauied with
much Gallic gesticulation, He complimented
Mr. McCallum upon the moderation of his
utterances, as compared with those of the
Opposition leader. He asserted that the
French-Canadians of Prescott and Russell
had been grossly slandered in reference to
their school managewment. He dealt at some
length with Mr, Meredith’s record, charging
bims with inconsistency. When Mr. Mere.
dith came Eagt he occupled a very different
position ou the school questicn.

“I'he wilderness of Glengarry,” said Mr.
Evanturel, *still re-echoes the rounded
periods of a gifted man, ‘Woe to the men
who shall lay a sacrilegious hand upon the
glorious privileges aud unities of the Roman
Catholic Church,’” 1ié asserted tbat the
French had been -driven out of the Fablic
schools, There were scarcely uny Separate
schools in nis constituency some years ago,
but they bad been compelled to establish
them. Ho traveled over s very wide range
of subjects, nnd in the course of his speech
paid a glowing tribute to Mr. Fraser, saying
the press had already written down his ili-
hewlth as & notional calamity, which elicited
a bearty round of applause. He gavea very
dramatic picturs of the temptation the
French-Canadians were subjscted to at the
time of the American revolution. when the
Americans ceossed the water, borrowed a
French general and tbe French flag. and
waving i1t across the border appealed to thom
to rally round it. But, though the Uunion
Jack was to them but a flag of yesterday,
they resisted the temptation and stood true
to Kogland,

Dr. Ryerson said that after all those ora-
torical fireworks it was time to get to busi-
ness, 'I'he Sepurate schools were conducted]
in & menner far from satistactory. Toe
public schools of the United States wore
eonsidersdjgood enough for Catholic children,
and be did not see wuy it shouid not be the
same bere,

After Three Yenrs,

Mr, White thought tbat Mr, Evanturel
must bave been hatching his speech for three
years, as he had been silent all that vime, He
told o funuy story end said bhe would oppose
the-bill,

Mr, Meredith suggested thas Mr. Evan-
turel was trying to prove his fit

§ for the mition of Commissiouer
of Puvlic \Vnrﬂ. He would support the
bitl though it contained some provisions
which trenched upon the rights of Catholies,
and would have to be ameuded,

Sir Oliver Mowat emphasized the difference
between the two moasures, He opposed the
bill under discussion because it embndied the
compulsory principles, aud regreited that the
Opposition leader was #0 given to looking
with s jaundiced eye ou everything and as-
eribing selfisb motives to everyone,

Mr, Claucy oppvsed sowe portions of the

RECTPROCAL COAL TARIFFS

ARE WITHIN THE RANGE OF PRO-
BABILITILS,

Oonsiderable Progress BMade With the
Tariff Bill-The Paper Duties Passed—
E i of Wit s on Onth
Again Brought Up—Mulock’s Bill to
Reduce the Gov.~General's Salary,

OrTAWA, April 24.—In the House to.day
considerable progress was made. The psper
duties passed. The wall paper duties were
fixed at 85 per cent, ad valorem and 1}
cents per roll specific duty on certain grades,

The duty on books was fixed at 0 cents a
pound, snd, with free plates, this will give a
lot of printing and paper to Canadisn prio-
tors and paper mills that went formerly to
the United States.

Theatrical pictorial show cards were put
back to 6¢ a pound and 20 per cent,

Reciprocity in Coal Duties Probable,

There is some prospect of the duty
on coal being made reciprocal. At
present the United States tax our
bituminous coal 75 cents a ton and let our
anthracite in free. Tbe bill now before the
Senate pr 40 cents % ton on bituminous
or soft coal, If the Americans will ecarry
thiis out it is likely that our duty of 60 cents
& ton will be reduced to 40 cents a ton, This
would be a substantial relief to the manu-
facturers of Ontario,

Mr, Sproule introduced his bill respecting
detective corporations and wmércantile agen-
cles, and in doing so explained the restric-
tions in conpection with these corporations
which he proposed.

Salary of the Governor-General,

Mr, Mulock, in introducing the bill to fix
tie salary of the Governor-General, snid
that the British =~ North  Amer
Act of 1867 placed the Governor-
General's ~ salary at £10,000 sterling
until otherwise ordered by Parliament, and
bis bill proposed to reduce the salary aod
sllowances, From Confederation to Junve
80, 1892, the amount expended in connection
with the office of the Governor-Genersl, in~
cluding salary, was $2,851,917.66, or $114,-
476.70 a year, which was over $60,000. & year
more than the salary fixed by the British
North America Act,

MILLS DEFENDS INCOME TAX

PRS-

AND STRONGLY URGES THFE PASSAGE
OF THE TARIFY BILL,

The Bill is Not Perfect, He Admits, But
He Will Vote For it—The Poor Man is
Taxed, e Says, and Why Not the
Owners of Millions ?

WASHINGTON, April 24,—In the tariff
debate to-day Senator Mills opened by say-
ing that the bill did not ontirely meet his
approval, But all legislation was noces-
sarily a matter of compromise, He might
offer some smendments, but if they were re-
jected he should vote for the bill. It was a
party measure, and he believed every Demo-
crat should sink his own preferences thilis
far. He would, he said, have levied a duty
on coffes, tea and sugar, and should have put
on the f1ee list all articles that require manu-
facture for consumption, If there were not
sufficiens be should have puta tax on ac-
cumulated wealth, All obstacles in the way
of omploxyment. of labor should be stricken
down, The policy of protection, he argued,
had failed to build up a home market for
agriculture,

“Emancipate our people,” hie said, “‘give
them a chance to show their skill, their
genius, as a natural and heaven-born right.
(#ive them back the ocean and then the
workingmen will not be coming to Washiog-
ton to implore the Government to do some-
thing for them.”

Mr. Mills devoted a large part of his
speech to a discussion and defence of the in-
come tax. *‘I would like to know,” he said,
“on what principle the owners of mil-
lions insist that they should not be taxed.”

He said that the opponents of
the income tax said it was inquisitorial,
Anarchistie, Socialistic, to lay a tax of 2 per
cent, on incomes, but when a poor fellow
wants a shirt and is taxed 100 per cent. for
is, nothing is said about its being Socialistic
and Anarchistic. A tax should be collected
in proportion to the taxpayer’s ability to
pay it. The bill must [;.ul. and he declared
emphatically it would o passed; if not by
this Congress, then by the next.

“Mr, President,” concluded the Senator,
earnestly, *'we must pass the bill. We must
not only pass it, but we must stop talking
about it,”
