" Good

Winnipeg Free Press, Sept. 28.

‘Mr. and Mrs. T. G. Blackstock and
Mrs. George Goodérham of Toronto,
passed through the city yesterday en
route to the Pacific coast on a pleasure
trip.

We have
no population that demands open sa-
lcons on Sunday. As far as I am con-
cerned personally, the other feature
doesn’t bother me much, for I have my
own horses and carriages; But £ do
know that it is a great inconvenience
to thousands of people.. The city is
srread out over a large territory, and
.many people are forced to remain at
hcme all day Sunday. The question
was settled by a popular vote, how-
ever, and the people can only blame
themselves. .\ At the last election an
attempt was ‘made to allow the cars
to run on Sunday, but it was defeated,
Jargely thppugh the efforts of people
residing on'the central loop, wkro dis-
liked to have the quiet of their Sun-
days disturbed by the rattling cars.
