Deplores Conditions in Address 
to Men’s Brotherhood

Characterizing present-day marriage 
GiS one of the abnormal conditions in 
Canada, Rev. F. G. Burrell, of Leam­
ington, in an address on “Canada's 
Present Situation," to 400 men attend­
ing the joint meeting of all London 
Men’s Brotherhoods in Maitland Street 
13a l*At x u"‘h it t eve ng. no unr 
the young girls of to-day were virtually 
“faliling" for “dudes," while men of the 
big, strapping, b ue-blooded type were 
passed by because they “probably do 
not part their hair in the center, wear 
spats, bow ties, snappy socks or tight- 
kneed trousers." The speaker said that 
this deplorable method tif “picking a 
marriage partner" worked both ways, 
as the young men also pass up a good 
Christian girl and ca'll her an old 
maid.

“But she’s the best girl made," he 
added. “And the couples getting mar­
ried to-day don’t want children. Why 
don't they? Well, because it costs too 
much.” The speaker gave some figures 
in this regard, informing the gathering 
that, an even $211 would pay the ex­
pensed of a baby for the first four 
weeks after birth.

"And it’s worth it," he said.
CRIME WAVE CAUSE.

A great deal of the present crime 
wave cou d also be blamed on the mar­
riage conditions throughout the coun­
try during the past 30 years, he said, 
charging ' that the couples who have 
been married since that time have been 
paying too much attention to pleasure 
and money making, neglecting their 
homes, churches and schools. This 
has resulted in their children being 
neglected, growl mg up in an atmosphere 
that has been none too wholesome. 
The speaker also blamed the clergy, 
who, he said, have been preaching 
everything but the gospel. "Bolshev­
ism and how' to make money are their

best subjects. The people have yielded 
to it and as a result education has 
been turned into money-making 
schemes." he remarked.

According to the present rate of 
divorces in the United States the aver­
age married life of a man and woman 
is only nine and three-quarter years, 
the speaker said. He closed his address 
with an appeal for greater Christianity 
to right the deplorable murrÂige con­
ditions. In prefacing his adc'^ ss, Rev. 
Mr Burrell spoke of conditions in the 
European countries following the war. 
He said that 750.000 farms, homes and 
buildings in France alone were destroy­
ed in the war, while 2,500 cities, towns 
and ham.ets were demolished.

The meeting was presided over by 
Rev. J. N. Norton. The Excelsior Mai*» 
Quartet rendered several pleasing 
songs.
