To produce pork profitably
b hogs must feed and graze con-
P tinuously on pastures and crops
b particularly planted for them, is
b the advice of experts of the
p tarmers' co-operative branch of
. the bureau of plant industry,
P department of agriculture. Very
. seldom is the growing of hogs
b for slaughter a source of profit
b unless proper grazing and feed-
* ing methods are followed.
b In the spring, summer and fall
there are many crops for pas-
b turing hogs, but during the win-
’ ter the crops to select from are
b limited. On almost every farm
b the production ‘and keeping of
p hogs in winter is expensive and
o generally it is not profitable, for
b the reason that large quantities
[ of corn are fed without products
b of green crops. More winter
b grazing is needed, for which
many crops are adapted. The
b most reliable are, however, rape,
. rye, oats, wheat and barley.
P For grazing purposes these
. pasturing crops for hogs should
P be sown on specially well drain-
4 ed and prepared land that is
3 either rich or has received a lib-
& eral application of manure. Good
:; winter pasturage is not obtain-
&% ed except on the best drained
% lands.
&% The seeding should be heavy
% to insure a thorough planting:
% The young plants will grow
% slowly in the winter and many
b o plants will be needed to furnish
o« plenty of pasture. Crimson clov-
% er will do well with rape, rye,
b oats, wheat and barley and will
% mean an improvement on the

The remedy is spraying with |
lime-sulphur during the winter. When |
trees are badly infested it may be!
necessary to prune them back severe- !
ly before applying the spray. Take |
care to burn all the wood cut from the }
trees.

Electricity For Chickens.
3efore the London Royal Society of {
Arts, Thorne Baker, the electrician, |
advocated the application of electricity |
to chicken farming. KExperiments, he |
said, had proved that chickens could
be grown under electric stimulus at
about double the normal rate and with
a mortality practically nonexistent.
