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broken off—to be continued in the fuller volume
in which all the parts will be given their true
setting in the grand design which now cannot
be discerned. And, when all the parts are com-
plete, who knows but that the disasters and dis-
located hopes now recorded will then be in-
vested with the glory which belongs to a real
romance of God.
