In looking over the Thirteenth An-
nual Report of our Missionary Union,I
have been impressed to state a few
facts and make a few suggestions, with
special reference to our Home Mission
work,

FACTS.

From the Year Book we learn there
are 195 churches in N. 8. besides those
of the African Association. No church
in the African Association has an Aid
Society. While 195 churches in the
other Associations of N. S. there are
only 149 Aid Socicties. When it is
known that some churches have more
than one Society, it must be that there
are adout 50 churches with no Aid So-
ciety. Of the 149 Societies four are
not reported to have given anything to
any work. Forty-one others as giving
nothing to Home Missigps, leaving
only 104 to contribute to the great
whitened ficlds at home. Of these
three have given less than une dollar
each to Home Missions.
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P. 3iIsland does better. She has 27
cl and 22 Aid Societies. But
five ol these are reported as giving
nothing to any work, and four others
nothing to H. M., leaving only 13 in-
teresfed in the work at home.  These
are t}d facts.
